Spiced Grape Jelly

3 Iba. Concord grapes

1y ecap cider vinegar

2 teanpoons ground cinnamon

1 teaspoon ground cloves

V3 Ib, parafin

7 cupa nugar

13 cup bottled fruit pectin
1. Rinse grapes, discarding stems and
imperfect grapes. Drain and put into
a large kettle. Crush grapes thorough-
ly. Blend the vinegar with cinnamon
and cloves. Mix thoroughly with
grapes. Heat to boiling; reduce heat
and simmer, covered, for 10 min, Re-
move mixture from heat and strain
through jelly bag (see instructions).
2. Wash and sterilize jelly glasses.
3. When juice has strained through,
melt paraffin over simmering water.
