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John Hay routed President
Lincoln out of bed the night of
Sept, 23, 1863,

The President was staying in
a coltage at Soldiers’ Home,
which stood on a wooded hill
about three miles hevond the
northern boundary of the Wash-
ington of that day.

Hay, one of the presidential |
setrctaries, rode out to the
coltage “through & splendid

moonlight.”" he wrote in his di-
ary, “and found the Tycoon (his
name for Lincoln) abed."

1al secretaries, now just 25 year
old, Hay was carrying bad news
for his chiel.
