HOW MUCH DOES A DIVORCE COST?

How much does a divorce cost?
In these columns on the big financial moments

of life, I've ranged from the cost of the wedding day to the
cost of having a baby, and now I'm winding up with the cost
of a divorce an expense which few couples
weigh in advance. Still, close to 400,000 couples will have been
divorced by the end of this year and another 400,000 will have
taken the first steps toward divorce, according to Judge Morris
Ploscowe, former New York City magistrate, a New York Uni-

versity law professor and author of "The Truth About Divorce."
That's approaching one million couples a year and makes this
a major financial story. Here are typical questions with the
answers I received from Ploscowe.

What are the basic costs of a "typical" divorce?

No divorce is "typical," but in general the two lawyers'
fees will be the largest single cost. At lower income levels
each lawyer will charge between $250 and $500, while at the
highest income levels charges of up to and over $100,000 may
be made. In the 0 range each fee probably will run
between $500 and $2,500, often with the greater share going
to the lawyer representing the person who is not seeking the
divorce. These amounts assume only the minimum amount of

"negotiation.'

$250. To this you must add $250 for roundtrip air fare. With

temporary living expenses included too, the Mexican part of the
divorce will cost about $600.

For a Reno divorce the cost will be nearly double. Living
arrangement.?, at $100 a week, will come to $600 for the required
six weeks. Lawyer's fees average $350 for the person who goes
to Reno another $150 for the spouse.

What other coats should be anticipated?
There will be separate maintenance and the settlement

itself areas in which there Is an enormous range in cost. But
the husband normally can expect to pay per cent of his

salary in alimony, with an escalator clause if his salary rises
in the future. The family house and auto usually will go to the
wife. If property is held jointly, it probably will be divided

including real estate, bank accounts, securities. If not
held jointly, the property will stay with the person in whose
name it is held.

What will happen to the Insurance policies?

Traditionally, the husband keeps his wife as beneficiary of
the life insurance policy until she remarries. Then it will go to
the children until they are 21. The divorce contract also may
require the husband to maintain medical insurances for the
wife and children.

What makes a divorce so expensive?

The biggest single factor Is difficulty in reaching an agree-
ment. If there is a contest over the children, property, alimony

and particularly If the contest goes into court this obviously
will add substantially to the time the lawyers devote to the
case and to their fees. If one party wants out quickly, he'll
pay a high price for escape.

Ploscowe also underlines the extent to which slate laws
driving couples to divorces add to expenses.

For instance, the California law which provides an inter-

locutory decree requiring an interim of one year before re-

marriagecompels many to the expensive Reno divorce area.
In New York, where adultery is the only acceptable ground for

divorce, couples may resort to phony "witnesses" who charge
several hundred dollars apiece. When detectives are hired, $100
a day is the going rate.

When can a husband financilly afford a divorce?

The answer, says Ploscowe, is when he is prepared to out
his standard of living in half, and he adds, "My advice to any-

body contemplating a divorce is to count on its costing a least
twice as much as he thinks."
