Transformer To Be Installed

When work is completed on
the White City installation 69~
m-volt energy fed into the sub-
statlon from a transmission line
originating at Medford’'s Lone
Pine substation will be stepped
down to the 12,000-volt operating
level for delivery over distribu-
tion feeder lines serving White
City, Cascade Village and Eagle
Point

Total cogt of the project is an
estimated $72,000, Benesh said.

Al present, the substation is
operating on three 2500 kva
transformers with  combined
forced air rating of 8600 kva.
The capacities of tranformers
are increased by the cooling ac-
tion of fans installed in the
equipment

The new 7500 kva transform-
or has a forced rating of 10,500
kva which will raise the cap-
acity of the substation to 19,100
kva, more than twice as high
A% it is now, Benesh explained.
