In spite of the fact the mon-
key - faced owl is common and
in goodly numbers throughout
much of the U.S., very few peo-
ple ever see one. They choose to
remain hidden during the day-
light and do their roaming at
night.

In the entire world of birds |
there is no more strange looking
character than this. Aside from
the fact this bird is the world's
most efficient mouse trap, no
one has ever beat a ‘‘path to his
door'’ except to kill him or drive
him from his home.

His other names are many,
such as church or barn owl and
they all fall short of describing
his one outstanding facial char-
acteristic. When viewed from
the front or head-on, he looks,
a5 much like a monkey &s does
a real monkey. It Is also easy to
see why some people call him
a church owl. He knows his
neighbors so well that he has
selected this location to escape
them. It is the enly place where
he can enjoy any privacy, for
the entire owl family has a
great many hecklers, even some
of his very own relatives.

Condemned Bird

Nearly every feather in hird-
land is turned against the owl,
just because he or some mem-
her of his {amily at some lime
or other was caught robbing a
hird's nest or eating the bahy
birds. For this reason every
other bird Instinctively knows
that he is the enemy and they
never lot him forget that they
remember, Just how the word
got around that some Iowl-lmem-
ber grabbed a songbird is not
too clear, but il did and today
even the very hbest behaved
monkey - faced owl is condemn-
ed on general principles.
