After graduation, she started
practite  with  her father in
Drain, Oregon, in 1908, and very
soon continued alone because
of her father's failing health.
She was another horse and sad-
dle doctor contending with the

same impassable and impos-
sible road conditions, and it was
necessary for her to travel to
patients for many miles around,
since the nearest hospitais were
40 miles north or south. At
times Dr. DeVore used logging
engine and hand car rides to
reach those needing her—even
resorting to  ‘“shank's mare"
and trudging along on foof. She
reports that her one memaorable
fright was on a very dark,
windy and rainy night when a
huge, black cow suddenly ap-
peared “'spank in front of her
on the traill. Gradually it be-
came possible to' use a horse
and buggy and, eventually, a
car, But still those roads! When
accidents occurred, she also
performed minor surgery on
kitchen tables without electric-
ity, running water or heat, and
with' jittery relatives as her
only assislants,

The most remarkable feature
of these two life sketches of
two remarkable people is the
matter-of-fact, cheerful, uncom-
plaining manner In which they
carried on In thelr dedicated
service to their fellow men and
their loyalty to their profes-
sional creed. Their treatments,
of course, were as much psy-
chological, mental and emo-
tional as physical—a form of
healing which is once agaln
coming into prominence.
