The bird ilsell the crea-
ture that grows the lealthers, is
a highly specialized plece of ap.
paratus. Even its bones are
different from olher animals,
they are hollow. instead of being
filled with marrow, Contributing
o' extreme lighiness  without
sacrificing  strength, theyv are
alr-filled,

Within the body of the bird
s a complicaled ¢ hemical-
mechanism thal ‘grows feathers
instead of hajr, and is so ar-
tanged (hal the feathers are
hed, or moulted in its wings;
strong; but still with greal flex-
ibility; tail feathers are simi-
lar, Too, most. birds have under-!
feathers, under other fealherei:|
those that round oul the hird's
body are called contour Eonrh-|
ors; under these are lhe deli-
cately fine, Nuify feathers call-
ad “down." These lack the|
stiffening shaft, or vane of the |
tail or flight feathers, and have (1
practieally no weight at all;
they insulate (he bird's hody
against heal and cold,

Immature Feathers

Pinfeathers are the immature
feathers thal the bird starts off
with shortly afler emerging
from the ecgg. Pinfeathers de-
velop from (e bivd's skin, from
tiny pits, and are fed with blood
and nourishment. When the pin-|
feather: becomes a fully devel-|
aped feather the blood supply is
aulomatically cul off, and the
feather, although. still attached
Io'the skin, is lifeless and capa-
hle of no [urther growth. They
have no nerve, and no feeling.
Prick a pinfeather and the bird
dumps, injure an adull feather
and the bird Teels no pain, no
sensalion
Nature took many things inta
consideration when, she arrang-
dd the moulting of feathers [rom
a bird'd body. She, Molher Na-
ture, designed these nol so sim-
ple objects we call feathers, to|
he moulted only when new ones |
were ready to replace the old,
g0 that the gird would not ex-
perience a single interval when
flight was Impossible. Those |
birds whose wing feathers are |
shed, ‘as in some of the water-
fowl. must hide themselves dur.
Ing the time new flight feathers
are forming.
