NEW YORK (UPI)—Britain’s
medical experts are taking a
close look at boxing's head in-
juries and, pending a report
next year on which the sport
could rise or {all, British sourc-
es have reported Lthat both sides
are readying their ammunition.

"The grinding of axes can he
heard from: bolk sides,” asserts
the boxing writer of the Lon-
don Times.

The panic started for those
who want te keep boxing in
business at a conference of the
Hritish Assoclation of Sport and
Medicine on the medical as-
pects of boxing.

One of the first reporis was
that “punch drunkenness" was
more common among profes-
sionals than among amateurs,
and more frequent among. the
second-raters or the prelimin-
ary beys than among those of
championship caliber.

Cleveland-
Angel Trade
Is Puzzler

SAN DIEGO, Calif, (UP1)—A
trade thal was lwo years In Lhe
making—Leon Wagner for Bar-
ry Latman—may take the rest
of the American League 10
years to figure out.

“There must be more {o it
than that," declared an astone
ished Ralph Houk of the Yan-
kees who along wilh most base-
ball men [elt thal the trade was
rather one-sided in Cleveland's
favor.

Actuglly there was more (o
the deal than the Los Angeles
Angels merely giving up the
29-year-old Wagner to the In-
dians for the 27-year-old Lat-
man.

“In addition {o Lalman,”" ex-
plained Angel General Manag-
er Fred Haney, “we will re-
ceive another player from
Cleveland by March 1, and it
will be a major leaguer, not a
minor leaguer.”

Even so there was consider-
able wonderment as lo why the
Angels would give up a slugging
outfielder like Wagner, who
drove in 80 runs, his 26 homers
and bailed 201 even though he
slumped practically half  the
year.

“We weren'l the least hit an-
xious to give up Wagner," said
Haney, "“we need pitching. We
also have some [ine young hil-
ters coming up, kids like Ed
Kirkpatrick and Dick Simpson
among others, That's why we
felt we could spare Wagner."

The prevailing feeling in oth-
er quarters, however, was that
the Angels wearied of Wagner
when his average nose-dived 60
points from 850 in July and
when he hit enly two of his
homers and drove in only 19 of
his runs al home all last sea-
Fon,
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Britiin, knocked oui Billy Nlelsen.
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A noted surgeon reported that
he believed the risk of head in-
jury might be greater in foot
ball (soceer) from contact of
the head with a heayvy wet ball,

Theory Borne Out

This would seem to be borne
oul to some extent by a chart
from the Royal Free Hospital
which reported treatment of 45
sporting head injuries over. the
past six years. Of these, 10
were from foothall and only
‘u-e from boxing.

The question is, of course,
whelher boxers go for treal-
ment  after they have been
knocked out or batled around
like a handball. In most cases,
you can bet, they shrug off the
medico and merely accept the
marbles with the money.

One doctor held that there
were other risks in the boxing
profession aside from being
slapped permanently silly. He
found that many lived too high
and drank too much and con-
tended that the quota of danger
in boxing did not seem suffi-
clent to “do away with IL™

Some of the maneuvering
would have done credit to
a U8 Investigating commiltee
hamming it up before a full set
of television cameras.

One physicinn asserted thal
he had seen “quite a number
of head injuries from boxing
during the past 20 or 30 years.”

“We did find one boxer and,"
he said of the previous physi-
cian, "he had given him a li-
cense 1o hox. We did not agree

Marathon Draft Session

tional Foothall League struggled
into the dawn today to altempt
to wind up ita annual draft of
college talent and get on about
the business of signing raw ma-
terial against the bids of the ri-
val American League,

The NFL plum-picking sess
slon progressed at the slowest
pace in history as every teawm
cautiously  sounded  out  pros-
pects before it made its official
selection,

Thus the [irst round required
8 hours and B minutes com-
pared to the previous record of
4 hours 56 minutes. The second
round was completed in 4 hours
and 8 minules and the third,
with'a 15-minute time limit im-
Lmsed for euach choice, in 2

ours 23 minutes,

Bt the result was that after
almost 16 hours, the 14 teams
in the league had named only
42 college players of a lotal of
280 supposed lo be chosen, and
each team had obtained rights
to only (hree players,

The pattern paid off for some
clubs.
