"Through our carefulness,
caution and 'patience,' " he said
"the disadvantage, the hope-
less, the discriminated-agains- t,

the helpless of this present day
will live out their only lives on
this earth unrelieved.

"And how shall we say our
patience, our caution, our pol-

iticking served them? The
young boy who needs access to
on education needs it now this
school term. The Negro family
who requires a decent house
and dignified job needs it now

this winter.
More than 5,000 church lead

ers from all parts of the nation
are here for the week - long
assembly. They represent ma-

jor Protestant and Eastern x

bodies with an aggre
gate membership of 40 million
persons.

"A tilhing American Protes-
tantism could release so many
resources that we could begin
to minister adequately around
the world," he said.
