Anyone with
reason to suspoect shoplifting or
a pickpocket is urged to call Ihc
police department.

Spotters Are Suggested

The bulletin which has gone
oul from the police department
to ‘merchunts also suggosts thal
merchants, i possible, use clork
spotiers to control shoplifting.
