Rifle Developed
That Shoots Darts

WASHINGTON (UPI) --The
Defense Department is devel-

oping a rifle that shoots darts
instead of bullets.

A top Pentagon research ex-

pert said today the darts arc
only an inch long and about the
thickness of a pencil lead, but
are capable of inflicting a gap-
ing wound almost as sevcro as
that caused by a dum-du- bul-
let.

He explained that the darts
have little fins that keep them
stabilized in flight. But when
they strike flesh, they lose their
stability and turn
in the wound.
