Tax Amendment

Would Aid High

Bracket Persons
WASHINGTON (UPI) --About

14,000 high- - bracket taxpayers
stand to gain a tax break if
Congress approves an amend-
ment to the tax bill that the
treasury estimates will cut gov-
ernment income by $45 million.

The amendment would permit
taxpayers earning $50,000 or
more a year to pay a maxi-
mum rate of 50 per cent on
their incomes. The present rate
is 91 per cent.

But, the "simplified" system
would at the same time disallow
all personal deductions, such as
interest, medical expenses,!
charitable contributions and
most tax credits and exclusions.

The plan was approved by the
Senate Finance Committee Fri-
day in its first major vole on
the $11.1 billion bill
already approved by the House.
