parts of the country, it Is,
nevertheless, higher than
| average

| As a result of family splitaps
Incally, there are now 2,662 men
and women in the county who
are listed as divoreed or sepa-
rated. Of the total, 2,107 are di-
voreed and 555 are separated.

The figures are based on a
survey recenlly made by (he
| Department of Health, Educas
tion and Welfare and on data
gathered by the Department of
Commerce,

Local Residents Noted

They show that, in Jackson
County, 50 local residents out
of every 1,000 over the age of
14 are either divorced or sepa-
rated.

That is a higher ratio than is
reported for most of the Uniled
Stales, the average being 43 per
1,08, In the State of Oregon,
it s 48 per 1,000,

Growing aftention is heing
paid to the divorce situation be-
cause of the effect that it has on
the lives of so many adulls and,
more especially, on thelr chil-
dron.

{00,000 Divorees In U8,

In the past year there wera
more than 400,000 divorces in
the United Stales, They have
markedly changed the lives of
A00,000 men and women and ol
their nearly 500,000 ¢hildren

While the number of divorces
keops going up, in line with the
expansion of Lhe population,
there has been no incresse in
the rate ilselfl.

Actually, the divorce rate
per 1,000 people has been drope
ping since 106, when the all-
lime  high of 610,000 divorces
was recorded,

This avalanche was altrobit-
ed to the marital dilficultios
connectedd with hasty wardime
marriages and with the long
separations that ensued

lin the United States who has

| been divorced and who has not
Ir'lsrnm'ril-.rl. there are 2.5 others,
once divorced, who have re-
married.
