To
tbia end an army ot workers was aeut
out Monday morning, covering aover- -

al parts of tbe stats and tbe work of
securing names ia on in dead earnes..

Tbe increasing burden of county
taxea without oorrespondlng benefits
In return is beooming galling yoke
to the people of Hood River valley.
country aud oity.

The flames received from tbe otlloo
of the county clerk show tbe total va-
luation of the coaoty this year to lie
18, '20,070, a gain of 11,517,1(30 over
last year, ot which tbe gain In the
proposed new county is fl,14J,&80,
leaving but 1373,583, for the baianoe of
the oounty.

At this rate of lucrease Hood River
will be soon bearing the bulk of the
burden cti the oounty expenses. As
long as we are to pay tbe billa we
should have tbe say as to where tbe
money Is to be spent and it should
be apent at home.

It Is said that aentlmeut It chang
ing in ibe Ualles in tavor ot tbs pro-
posed new oounty, as tbey realize that
It must come sooner or later, and the
feeling of animosity that ia continual
ly growing between tbe two places is
not favorable to business relations be-

tween tbe two plaoea. A causes a good
deal oi trouble at electiou time and
this is worrying tbe politicians.

In order to get the petition before
the people ot the state at the June
election, there must be 9,000 names
of voters secured and tnee must do
Bled with tbe secretary of rtate by
the last day of tbia montb. The com
mittee has organized tbe state into
districts, each with a manager, who
will secure workers in tbe several dis-
tricts and report to Hood River every
day. ; Not a minute la to be lost and
every one in Hood Kiver In favor of
the movement should make individual
effort to seoure signeia. Any one
having friends in different parts of
the state should secure a petition
from H. F. Davidson and send to that
friend to sign and have him get his
friends to sign. Telephone Mr. Dav-
idson at onoe and give him the name
of your friend end he will send him a
petition. Tbe time is abort, so do it
now.

The expense of getting this large
number of names will be considerable
and must be met y subscription.
While many have volunteered tbeir
services, charging nothing for tbeir

Wblle we have been not successful
lu sooonipllsblng all tbe thlnga we
snouia uave aone, i reel tnai me.rec
ord ot tbe past year will compare fa-
