terms could be agreed upon. It takes
two-thirds majority to carry a bond-
Ing proposition, and although there
was a substaotial mmltg'h favor of
the projeot, it lacked the necessary
two-thirds vote and failed to oarry.
ln the meantime the water company
has improved thelr system, yot there
it a general feeling that the oity
should own ite own waler system and
that a mare uate mﬁ: y shouold
be brought in, as the jurowt
the oity will soon uom;:rtbe bringing
in of wore wa'er., While tests made
of the present system fail to God tha
water unwholesome, yot the bLullding
up of the olty is # constant mensoe to
the future purity of the water, al-
though it may never beloontamiuated,
1he bill is probably the worst off,
the upper spring belug too low to
permit of sufflolent pressure 1o give
goor service, especially tur irnigating
pug;om. and the sapply is also in-
suflclent for all parposes.
The third election was oalled last

the 'ncker spring, owned hL“' oity
with the provision to buy t! resen
stem lrmmmldbemu;n n.
his falled to carry. A mass log
was then beld, at which about Bfty or
sitxy ware present, and the counocl
oame io for a ruod deal of censure
beoanse it wonld not pay $40,000 for
the present system, in addition to
bringing in the Toocker spring water,
A resolution was at that meet-
ing, without a dissenting voioe, stat-
ing that ‘It was the unanimoos sen-
timent of the meeting that the ocity
council should not issue bonds in a
sum sny more than safflolent to pur

chase present syslom, stated to be
$40,000, and whatever additional sum
I8 necessary to Improve and repair
it."" A copy of this resclution was
malled to each member of the coun-
oll. Ao article also nrguud fo »
Portland paper statin ut the coun.
cil had made a big blonder in calling
an sleotlon oontrary to the wishes of
a majoiity of the oitizens and had
gotteu iteelf into bad odor with the
citizens for this reason.

While the council ac'ed In good
falth in its previous sotions, scoord-
ing to what it supposed Lo be popular
sentiment, realizing that It nmt be
mistaken, called this last election, to
give the peopls the opportunity to
ourry out the piovielons of the
“unsnimons sentiment’’ of the meet-
ing. The result indicates that the
people do not waot the pressnt ays-
tem, In apite ot the ‘'unanimons sen-
tiwent'' of the mass meating.

This will aeltle the matter for the
present, or until the oity is foroed to
have more water, which will depend
Iwmal lh:dlren:'h l:tf ‘th; olty “t the
vontinged purity o ¢ present sys-
tem. The new sewer which bas been
ordervd will drain the eity lots
around the lower spring and every
precaution will be taken to protect
the syetem uotil o larger supply of
wauter will be necossary to supply the

oity.

éompelant engineers bave stated
that thero is soflicient water in the
Tucker ¢pring to supply 10,000 inbab.
itants, notwithstanding the fact that
A rep 1t was made at the mass meel-
ing guoled nbove thut there was no
more water in that spring than in the
resent system, and that it eonld not

brought into the city with safll
olent pressure to be of service to the
hill residents. It may be that the
eity will be compelled to go to Mount
Deflance for water in the futare,
However, the four vleotions have fail
ed to find oot the will of & ple
and there is small froblblllty that
sny other action w'll be taken by
the olty officials until the people agres
upon what they want.
It is also uofair tv Lhe present com-
pany to agitate the matter further so
lnug 8 the present system is to be
nanl by the eity aud so long as it can
by made Lo sndawer Lhe needa of the
mymmonity, The company is ready
to make improvements in the system,
which will cost considerable money,
and which they have not cared to do
whils there was & prospeot of the ays-
tom passing out of thelr bands.
