Cover a four-pound ehicken with
water and simmer until tender. Add
to the water four chupped onions, &
chopped clove of garlic, ten whole all
spice and cloves, a stick of cinnamon,
three ohopped red Chili peppers and
two scunt teaspoontuls of salt. When
the ohicken ie done take 1t from the
liguor anil cut the meat from &he
boues, then out thie into small dice,
Strain the liquor, return to the fire,
ndd the chicken snd enough yellow
cornmeal to meke s thick mush, boil-
ing about ten minates. Htir in green
corn out from twelve ears, a pound of
seeded ruising and a balf teaspoonful
of cayenne pepier. Mix thoroughly.
Iitl eorn husks with this mixtore and
tie them tightly at both ends. Put
joto bot water and boil for hall an
hour.

To Clean White Paint.

To clean white paint a flannel wrang
ont of hot water rubbed on a square
of soap, then dipped In pipeclay
mixed as cream with water. Ury al-
terward thoroughly the way of the
grain of wood with a clean cotton
duster.

Chooolste Caramels. —One ecake of
Baker & chocolate, one cup of sweeb
milk, one cup of molasses, one pound
of white sugar, a piece of butter the
size of an egy; se<son with wanilia to
taste—balf s teaspoonial will probably
wuffice.

Chocolste Creams. — Pake two cope
ef granalsted sugar and half a cup of
cream. Hoil for five minutes from
the time thet it begine to boil hard,
not from the time that it Is set on
the stove. After “taking it from the
fire set it in cold water, stirring uotil
It s otlff. Flavor as soon as It is re-
moved from the stove with a n-
ful of sanills. When the mixtare has
stiffened drop it with s spoonm on
waxed paper and as soon as it is eool
enough mould into balls.

Have a onke of ohocolste in & small
tin pan, set it in boiling water and
let it dissolve, Then take the talls
and roll in the melted ebocolats, lift
them ont with & fork and Iay them on
the waxed paper to barden.

The Cream for Candies.—A simple
rule for the cream whioh is the foun-
dation of most I'rench candles is as
follows:

Boil two pounds of granulated
sugar and a cap of water in an agate-
ware saocepan., Do not stir it at all,
but when t urnr bus bolled rapidly
for eight or ten minutes or less dip a
fork it it and bhold it above 'he pan.
If a long bairlike thread can be seed
on the fork remove the ayrup from
the 9re and pour it into a wl to
cool. When yon can bear your finger
in it begin to atir the syrup vigoroas-
ly with & spoon until it is a thick
paste, resombling Iard., Kopead this
thoroughly and then set it in a ocool
pince until it is needed. When yoo
are ready to use it, it may be made
flexible by placing the bowl contain-
Ing it In & pan of hot water. Then
it may be cut Into different parte,
oolored into psle green or pink o1
brown, and made into dainty confec-
tions with waloute, almonds and pls-
tachios, and chopped fAges and datea.
Tiny moulds ot various shwpes tor
torming csandies may be purchased of
downtown dealers in confectioners'
supplies, and bonhons cooled in these
moulde are most dainty looking,

Peanut Candy. —Homemade peannl
candy might well be labeled ‘‘sure to
please.'' Bhell one quart of peanuols;
gkin and roll Boe, This should make
just & ooffee ocupiul of granulated
sugar into candy.

Set oo a hot fire and stir constantly
until It melts, remembering that it
must melt quickly to be & suocess,
Meantime, put the peanuts in the
oven to heat, aud have the pans tut-
tered and pleced on the back of the
range, where they will be hot, As
goon Ae the sugar is melted pour the
hot peanats in it, take direotly from
the Hr& and pour it into the hot, but
tered pane, The eandy when cold ean
be broken into pieces and sbould be
thin, orlsp and whiny.

When nailing into bardwood, the
naile are apt to bend. To pretent
thia, dip the point of each nail into
oil, lard or other grease before ham-
mering it in

When grease is spilled on the kiteh-
en table or floor, pour cold wester on
it at onoe to prevent it soaking into
the wood. It will guickly barden and
oan be lifted with a knife.

The grimy mark found often st the
top of the poroelaln washbowl or in a
porcelain tab that bas not bad proper
care will yield to a treatment of kero-
sene cil applied with a flannel eloth.

Fine table linens should be frequent-
ly changed in order that hard ruhbing
may be unnecessary in laondering
them, as frequently the cleaning pro-
cess is sevarer than aotasl wear.
