"It is all very well to be careful of
tbe public funds in these days of ex-

travagance and publio graft," says
the "Astorian, "but legitimate ends
must be served with a liberality that
at least will not cripple nncessaiy
functions of tbe common good, or dis
parage them at tbe critical moment
when thoir highest faculty tor the
publio is at band.

"Both Institutions to be benefitted,
tbe national guard and the state uni-
versity, Jaie valuable and necessary
agonolee ot tbe state's entourage,"
tbe Astorian continues. "Tbey are
indispensible to its growth, culture
and protection. Both are necessary
functions of every state government
and all through the land the stiites
have seen lit to endow tbetn more lib-
erally than has Oregon. Watchdogs

Kill Dandelion Pest.
Professor Bolley, of tbe North Da-

kota Agricultural College, bas found
tbat tbe same aolution with which be
bas been experimenting and wbiob
bas proved its abillity to kill wild
mustard in tbe ttrain fields, will also
kill the dandelion plant wblob bas
grown so luxurlsntly and proved snob
a nuisance on toe lawna and ooule
varda eaeb year. By reoeut experi
ments Professor Bolley has found tbat
a aolution composed of two pounds of
iron sulphate to one gallon of water.
or one pound ot copper sulphate to
three gallons of water, sprayed over
tbe lawn is fatal to toe dandelion and
does not injure tbe grass. Lawns
should not be wateied tao soon after
spraying, as it will wash the mixture
oft tbe weed. Hither of tbe above
mixtures will kill tbe young daode
lions. It will not, however, kill tbe
"Id plants with largo, strong roots,
but will wilt them, aud If repeated
tegulaily will eventually destroy
them.

The last legislature of Oregon only

appropriated $123,000 for the support
of the State University and even tbat
sum does not become available until
it is voted upoii by tbe people at the
next election, wbiob la one of the
beauties of tbe Oiegoo referendum
law.

In contrast tbe Washington legisla-
ture at its last sesslou appropiUted
9100,000 for univeislty maintenance,
besides if000, 000 tor new buildings of
a permanent obaraoter. Tbe fact tbat
tbe buildings are to be used fot the
purpose of the Alaska-Yuko- n Kxposi
tion does not detract tiom tbelr ulti-
mate usefulness to the university nor
from tbe liberality of tbe legislature.
