Sbhe 's not a leg-
itimate queen, pomologically speaking
in tact, the name does not appear In
the lists of oherry royalties except
upon this coast ln newer regione of
the earth which bave druwn names
from our cossl. For this cherry, re-
versing the course of favors smung
men, fell into royalty, not trom it,
It wae {n this way, ng the story goes:

fruit tross npon this cosst orossed the
lslog with & wegon load of little
rees #ot in emith in a wagon box,
watering them ns streams were orossed
and kesping thew nlive and growing
en route guite «« well ae they expeot-
ed to. Buat whoo almoet st thelr des-
tination in  western Oregon, and
ollmkbing & steep hill with their out-
tit, the tailboard of the wagon gave
oot and trees and earth elid to the
ground in o great mixup. The trees
were put back ne well as possihle, but
it was not porssible to got all the tiees
in exactly the snme places they ooeu-
pied before and opposite their pames,
whioh hed beeu written on the slde
of the wagon lLox.
