FULTON MAKES STRONG ADDRESS

J. L. Ctrte r aud S, ii. Tate Also Speak

on Lead In I? Issni of Campaign

to Knthiislavtlc Andlrnre.

Under the auspices of tbe Hood
River Taft and Sherman club Senator
Cbas. W. Fulton ppoke to a larRe

in the opera bouse Wednesday
evening. Tbe addrei ot Mr. Fulton
was a strong, logical and loroeful one
based on policies that originated and
have been put in sooessful operation
by the rephlioarj party, and which, be
proved by oonvioing aiguments, have
been largely resposlble for toe pros
perity of tbe oountiy.

I be meeting opened at a o ciock
and was presided over by J. L. Carter,

t of tbe Tatt and Snerman
club, aud republioan member of tbe
state legislature from this district.
Mr. Carter made a short address aud so
tben, in a few well chosen words, in-

troduced J. U. Tate, a well known lo.
osl speaker who formerly lived in Mr.
Uryan a home town, Lincoln, Nebras-
ka In his opening remarks Mr. Tate
called attention to the beneflclent in
fluences of a protective lurltf in tbe to
United States saying tbat bo was
born in the manufacturing districts of
Kugland and tbht previous to tlio time
tbat tbe tariff was put into elfeot on
steel rails that the great plants nianu-faourin- g

them the.re employed thous-
ands of men at good wages and sold
their product to this country at a
hint) figure. After the protectee thr-
ift was put into ettect aud the manu-
facture of this product whs com-
menced in this country many oi the
lactones in England were compelled
to close, and wages went down, and
bad remained so. Tbe tarilf he argued
was one ot the greatest blessings to
tbe working man in this country tbat
bad evei been put into elfeot. lu le-

gal d to, Mr. L'ryail's aspiiaicnsto be a
president tbe speaker said tbat be
bad lived for several years within a Is
few blocks of the talkative democratic
leadei and knew him personally very
well. That in rogard to Mr. Liryau
as a man be bad nottiing to say. lie
belived bim to be morally a good mail
aud knew bim to be a good neighbor,
but as a oa nil date for tbe greatest
ottice lu the gift ot tbe peope be was
impossiplo. He was a poser in tbe
limelight seeking tbe plaudits of the
multitude. In tbe tbree campaigns
in which be bad essayed to lead tbe
people to a new land of poltloal prom-
ise tbe issues tbat he bad promulgated
and espoused were dangerous, im
practicable, skin deep in their wis
doro and flung brcadoast ovei tbe land
to oatcb tbe vote of the unthinking
and discontentd. Ilia vacllatina
course in hopping from one perch to
another in bis vain endeavor to strike
an issue tbat would oatob enough of
the popular vote to land bim tbe pres
identtal chair was both ridioulous
and pathelio. In this respect tbe
speaker said he bad obbserved tbat
bis last stand In t tie three times that
be bas essayed to be president was al-

ways to declare tbat a great corrup
tion fund was being rained to buy the
vote of the American people away
from bim. Tbe announcement from
tbe veteran presidential campaigner
bad been delayed a little longer tbia
time, tbat in previous years, but as
be bad eApectod, it came a few days
ago. lie iienevea a statement ot inis
kind on tbe part or Mr. bryan oi any
one else was au Insult to the 1 tell

and honesty of the American
voter and implied that it votes were
bought they must'be deaiooratio votes
as Mr. liryau was not a oadidate on
tbe republioan ticket. In conclusion
the speaker snid be didn't think tbat
tbe American people were going to
elect a man to tbe presidency they
bad twice repudiated for bis danger-
ous policies aud instability and pre-
dicted an overwhelming victory lor
Taft.

The introduction of Senator Fulton,
wbo i not a stranger to Hood Kiver
audiences, called forth a round of
bearty applause. It is about two years
since Oiegon's senior member of tbe
United States senate has spoken bere
aud bis address was listened to with
rapt atti ntion. lie prefaced his ad-

dress with an apology for talking poli-
tics by telling tbe story of a tramp
wbo bad a man arrested for assaulting
bim. When the judge asked the pris-
oner what be had to say in mitigation
for bis oonduot tbe latter stated tbat
tbe tramp came to bis borne and asked
for something to eat aud tbat bis wife
bad given bim the best tbe bouse
attordod, iuoluding tried chicken and
other delicacies. Alter it was put be
fore him the tramp looked it over and
soathingly Inquired if tbat was the
best tbey could do. The piisoner stat-
ed that be didn't say anything in re
ply to this as ho didn't want to have
any tiouble. After he bail dovoured
everything In sight the unbidden
guest Insulted tbe prisoner's wife, lie
let this go also as lie didn't want to
have any trouble. The stranger then
reached in bis pocket, drew out a
filthy pipe, loaded it with strong to- -

baooo aud put bis feet up on the, able
dirtying the snow white linen tbat
oovered It. Still be didn't say any
thing as he didn't waut to have
trouble. "Finally, however, judge,"
said tbe prisoner, "ho oommeuoed to
talk polltcs aud I got a club and
knocked him down." "Well I don't
blame you," replied tbe judge,
"You're discharged."
