It- - Is
well known that several dittetent
kinds of posiouous fungi are frequent-
ly found In stubbleUelds and it Is
thought tliBt some of these must grow
in tbe fields ot tho farmers wbo bave
been suffering suob eeveie losses.

One man bas lost 23 bead ot good
work horses, but tbe most of tbe
farmers concerned have lost on tbe
average of 18 to 20. Tbo first deaths
occured eaily iu tbe summer, but tbe
disease seems to still prevail. East
Uregonian.
