Lhe wecopd and probably
squully efective method 18 to plow
the leaves under as deeply us possible,

Kither of the above methods will re-
guire the gonceried action of all the
growers and should e practiced sev-
aral conesoutive yesis. As wuch con-
agrted wotion is not likely to prevall,
it will tall to the individosl grower
to insure his orop by the proper nse
of fupngleides. Lhis can be done mosk
effectively and oheaply by the use of
a full uppliostion followed by one or
two spring applications as the leaves
ate unfolding, 1f the spring be wet
snd fuvorable for the development of
the fuugus, mure applientions should
be given.
