NEWTOWNS WILL BE
WRAPPED IN OIL

Forty per cent of the apples of the
growers affiliated *with the Apple
Growers Assoclation will be wrapped
in olled paper the coming fall, accord-
lng to A. G, Lewis, in charge of the
supplies department of the cooperative
organization. The Association will re-
quire growers to wrap all. of their
Newtown apples in the prepared olled
wraps as a result of experlments that
have been conducted the past several
years by D. F. Fisher, federal pathol-
ogist, who is stationed at Wenatchee,
and Leroy Childs and Gordon G.
Brown, of the loeal branch experiment
station.

Mr. Lewis says the oiled papers give
the fruit an additional storage life,
preventing scald and spoilage. It adds
greatly tg the value of the apples, al-
though the cost per box will be nom-
innl, The Assoclation will conduct
experiments the coming fall and win-
ter with other varieties packed in the
olled paper.
