Fertilizing Small Fruits

(By Gordon . Ilrown)

The subject of the proper fertiliza
tion of small fruits is an exceedingly
important one.  Suceess or failure in
the growing of such crops is depend
ent on the manner in which this sub-
JeErr e trented, T is alinost axiomatic
to suggest that soils on which small
fruite are growing, should be relative
Iy high In natural fertilityv. This calls
for a soil which has n great deal of
limimus and organic matter, from which
source comes nitrogen and the means
by which soils unlock Insoluble min
ernl fertilizers. As n means of con
serving moisture and facilitating cul
tivation the practical volue of humus
is Indispensable

It is readily recognized that the
growing of such crops us elover, alfal
fa and vetches are the most practical
means by which our soils enn be most
quickly built up. It is strongly urged
that no one plant either raspberries or
strawberries  nunless have been
thus previously handled It is only

siojls

vields ean be expected and the most
ceonomleal use of supplementary fer-
tilizers made.

The point in which we are directly
interested is of what character of fer-
tilizers we can use to the best advan-
tnge. The analysis of Hood River
solls indieate quite clenrly the deficien
ey of nitrogen. This is born out by
practieal tests, in ihat we have had
best results where comparatively heavy
applieations of nitrogen in the form
of nitrate of soda, sulphate of ammo-
nin, ete., were made, Wore we to con
sider the question of vields only and
fgnore the question of firmness and
shipping quality, we would recommend |
the exclusive nse of nitrogenons fertil- |
Izers. By so doing. we wonld probably |
secure maximum yields as has often |
been done in experimental work. Were
we able to anticipate the character of
the ripening season, =uch  fertilizers
conld be recommended with ‘econsid-
erable safety. During long, cool ripen-
ing seasons the heavy nse of nitrate
of soda, for example, hns not been ac-
companied by the harvesting of soft
berries. On the other hand, lts ex-
cesgive nse during short, hot ripening
rensons such as 1922, have resalted in
soft berries which did not ship to
the best advantage. Where 2 “mixed”
fertilizer containing nitrogen, phospho-
rie acid and potash, hns been nsed, re-
snlts have as A general rule been more

uniformly satisfactory. The use of
