Fruit Packing Buggestions
e (By W. J. Kocken)

can myx the sizes of frult within a
box and still make a falr appearing

m&a-. Your attention is drawn to
the lowing statement in the grad-

“The size of the apples In any box
shall be plainly stamped or Other-
wise marked on the package in terms
of aumerical count. In order to al-
low for variations Incident to proper
slzing, not more than 10 per cent
may be below nor more tham 10 per

cent above, by count of the apples In
?n be other than the

It is notleed that many packers do
ot realize the Importance of uniform
slzing: of the fruit within the box.
It is the o:mm-r'- place to inform his
packers this polnt. In making in-
spections - last  season  many  boxe
were found on which the size was In-
correctly stated. This In many coses
Is the fanlt of the naller as well as
the packer. In_ some instances last
yenr adjustments were necessary on
sales becanse of these mistakes.

To get the full value of the ofled
paper it I8 essential that each apple
be completely wrapped. It is Just as
lportant. that varleties of - fralt-on
which olled wraps are not nsed that
cach apple be completely inclosed
within  the paper. No flag ends
should ever be overlooked.

In general the sizing and wrapping
were our two greatest defects in
packing out last season’s crop, Ev-
eryone recognizes the high standard
of the Hood River frult. Let us
keep that standard in mind and
watch a little more carefully the siz-
Ing and wrapping of this season's
crop. These same defecte are noted
on fruit which is now being packed.
