To Prevent I’nwimonia
(By Frederick D. Stricker, M. D., 

collaborating epidemiologist, Oregon 
State Board of Health, in cooperation 
with the United States Public Health 
Service).

Man should be familiar with pneu­
monia as it has been known for cen­
turies. But it is a jierstHteut enemy 
and kills over 650 persons every year 
in Oregon. Pneumonia cannot I* 
placed under absolute control, but In­
dividuals may, by caring for them­
selves properly, lessen their chances 
for contracting the disease by ol»aerv- 
ing the following rules:

Dress for the weHther. When com­
ing out of the cold, heavily dressed, 
remove your heavy wraps immediate­
ly. If your clothes are wet. remove 
them, dry the skin, and put on dry 
clothes. When going out in the -cold, 
dress warmly. After having put on 
heavy clothing. go out Immediately; 
don't stand around and get over­
heated.

Don't exorcise and then stand 
around or sit around with the same 
clothing on.

Don't take a warm bath and then 
go out In tlie cold. It is best to fin­
ish the bath with cool ot cohl wafer.

Dress in such a way as to gradu­
ally ae<s»mmodate the body to changes 
which otherwise would be sudden.

The screen story of Abraham Lin­
coln, coming to the Rialto theatre 
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday, opens 
in the midst of a great blizzard at 
Rocky Creek, Ky. It was February 
12, 1809, the day of the birth of 
Abraham Lincoln. His father. Thomas, 
had gone to the nearest town to buy 
supplies and Jie whs snowbound there 
during the birth of his son. The lives 
of the man who was to lsn-ome one of 
the greatest of all Anierh-ans, and his 
mother, Nancy Hanks TdncolnK were 
stjved tl>rough the fact that a nelgh- 
l>or, Isam Enlow, was com|M*lled to 
seek refuge from the storm and 
fought his way into the Lincoln cab­
in. There he ministère«) to the 
mother and newborn l»al>e, sheltering 
them from the bitter cold.

The incidents of Lincoln's l»oyh<»o<l 
are gone over quickly, at the same 
time truthfully picturing the young 
and ugly boy Who determined to get 
an education and who used the back 
of a shovel In the absence of other 
material. He was n boy who rarely 
played. The llttl«* time that he had 
from the work on! the farm was spent 
In study. At the fige of s«>ven Lin­
coln’s family moved to Indiana and 
there his mother died and Thomas 
Lincoln married again. But this did 
not keep him from becoming the 
champion of his rfeighborbood in all 
the sports and when his father again 
moved, thia time to Illinois in 1828, 
Abraham, at 19, was as powerful as 
any man. The following year Abe 
put in the crop ami then his father 
permitted him to depart anti seek his 
own fortune. Here the dramatic 
story really begins.

Lincoln struck out toward the west 
and the next winter he spent in split­
ting rails, which he did with au en­
ergy and to a perfection that gave 
him u distinction that was to carry, 
through his yearn of political cam­
paigns and contribute to the volume 
of Ills support from the common peo­
ple.

Then, with John Hauks, his cousin, 
he saw an opportunity to muke money 
by building a Mat boat and carrying a 
cargo of farm products to New Or­
leans. That trip was momentous in 
two respects : It gave him thé tirât 
sight of slavery, particularly of the 
auction of blacks in New Orleans who 
had been “sold ’ down the rijer,” and 
it marked the start of his first and 
only love affair. The girl was Ann 
Rutledge, belle of the town of New 
Salem, 11L, and the daughter of John 
Rutledge, of the proud South Caro­
lina family of tAat name. So, pfter 
that first glimpse of the woman who 
so stirred his heart, it was natural 
that on bis return Abraham should 
settle at New Salem.

At tiret he worked in a suw mill 
and then became clerk in the store of 
M. T. Offut. Here he came in oontuct 
with Anne often and though he al­
ready deeply loved her, he found that 
she had become engaged to one John 
McNeil, a merchant-trader who was 
regarded as the “catch" of the village. 
And so Abe worshipped her from afar, 
with his lips silent.

Here, ths youth's studious habits - 
for he wus always pouring over a 
book when lie was not serving a cus­
tomer—uroused the contempt of the
