I have not always 
thought as I do today. Six or eight 
years of experience have led me to 
where I find it necessary to keep con­
stantly before me the rights of the 
public in these parks and the possi­
bilities of onr return.

20 business men—ever since the in­
ception of the company, and the only 
thought tlipy have ever voiced has 
been, “Let’s do this because the com­
munity needs the development. Let’s 
do it for the public good.” What­
ever their thought might have been 
In the beginning, they hav^ come to 
believe In it as a region.

. We have always made money. We 
make no secret of that fact. Our 
annual reports show It in detail, and 
copies of our reports have been sent 
to the press of Seattle, Tacoma, Spo­
kane and Portland, for whatever use 
they care to make of them. When 
we were first organized we gave some 
little stock certificates. People did 
not pay much attention to them, and

High Altitudes Bare of Snow
Unless later snows prevail the high­

land forests will be as bare of snow 
this coming season as last year, ac­
cording to E. C. Wolfe, who was here 
yesterday from the upper West Fork 
of Hood river, where he is in charge 
of a logging camp of the Oregon 
Lumber Co. Mr. Wolfe reported that 
the ground is bare, wher/ In the aver­
age season the snow la from three to 
five feet deep. Heavy rains are pre­
vailing In the highlands, Mr. Wolfe 
reported, the total precipitation for 
the past two weeks having been es­
timated at eight inches.

The packed drifts of the highland 
forests, which are usually many feet 
deep at thia season, are absent thia 
year, Mr. Wolfe said, and he antici­
pates another dry season in • the 
woods, unless late snows prevail.
