
SPRAY CIRCULAR 
FOR IMMEDIATE USE

Weather condition» have been such 

that bud development has been much 
more rapid than was anticipated and 
aa a result. growers tn the lower val­
ley, where bUster-mlte to to be con­
trolled, should start spraying Immedi­
ately. Newtown» are probably more 
susceptible to injury than to true of 
other varieties and these trees should 
be sprayed drat. Winter Banana» 
and Gravenstslua are also readily af­
fected by thia mite and should be 
given attention early. In order to 
satisfactorily control the bliater-mlte 
the spray bust go on the trees before 
any of the buds show green. The 
mites immediately burrow Into the 
young foilage and cannot be con­
trolled after this stage to reached.

The'appearance of the bltoter-mlte 
and the development of scale has 
made it necessary to alter our old 
program and because of this situa­
tion, three different recommendations 
are offered for growers because of 
the different conditions existing In 
the orchards. These are as follows:

(1) Where the bltoter-mlte to known 
to be present in various amounts and 
scale to giving some trouble, lime sul­
phur 1-8 to recommeuded and should 
be applied—Immediately. This spray 
will not handle the brown aphis 
which causes the small knotty apples 
or ths leaf roller. Where the aphis 
has given trouble Black-Leaf should 
be used with lime sulphur In thejle- 
layed dormant spray, a recommenda­
tion for which will be given out later. 
The leaf roller will have to be taken 
care of by the use of double strength 
lead in the calyx spray. Bordeaux 
will have to be used later on and a 
summer application in July of 4-4-50 
will be recommended.

(2) Where bltoter-mlte and scale 
are not giving trouble, the Bordes ux- 
oil to recommended. This should l>e 
applied as soon as the buds crack 
slightly, but before any green shows. 
This spray, when properly applied, 
will materially assist tn checking the 
development of bltoter-mlte and scale 
and to the best spray we can use to 
keep anthracnose under control. It 
should be used by all means where 
anthracnose and the leaf roller are op 
importance.

(8) Where none of the above In­
sects mentioned are a factor, with 
the possible exception of the brown 
aphis, a dormant spray to not neces­
sary but a Bordeaux application of 
5-8-50 plus Black-Leaf at the rate of 
1-1000 should be used In the delayed 
dormant application, a spray which 
will lie recommended and discussed at 
a later date.

The blister-mite appears to be the 
moat important pest to consider this 
spring and all growers should recog­
nise the fact that to obtain satisfac­
tory control, the timing of the spray 
to absolutely essential. Results will 
not be obtained if the spray to ap­
plied too late. It is better to get it 
on a little early and because of this 
situation, immediate spraying to ad­
visable. The strengths to be employed 
are as follows:

For bltoter-niite alone, lime sulphur 
1-10. Where scale to present. Increase 
this to 141. Where the Bordeaux-oil 
to to be used, the following to recom­
mended: During cold, unfavorable
weather, oil at the rate of 8-100 pins 
0-8-50 Bordeaux. With warm, sunny 
weather, oil 8-100 plus 8-8-50 Bor­
deaux should be used. For the de­
layed dormant annllcation for Bor­
deaux (to be applied after the first 
leaves begin to show) 8-8-50 Bor-

deaux plus 1-1000 Black-Ltaf.
It is needtoee to aay that tor all 

of the above troubles thorough work 
la absolutely necessary.
