Following are the main provision« 
f the compulsory grading and in- 
gectlou taw, passed by the 192S teg- 
■ature and which went into effect 
ffira signed by the governor, March

The U. grades for potatoes are 
■opted for Oregon, with authority 
mn the state inspection department 

to fix other grades not provided for 
by tba U. 8. standards, after public 
bearings, etc.

Potatoes failing to meet the require- 
gteata of the United States grades or 
grade« established under the provi- 
ra* of thta act «hall be known as 
"No grads,'' potgtoe«.

Potatoes in lota from 50 pound« to 
10 tons do not require state inspec­
tion, but must be properly graded, 
and when «old or offered for sale in 
Oregon must have the «acks or con-I 
talnera stenciled in letter« at least 
one inch high, with the name and 
address of grower, the grade therein 
and the state.

In lots of 10 or more tons for ship­
ment the stock must be graded and 
state inspected, but when shipped out­
side the state stenciling of sacks is 
not compulsory.

Certified seed potatoes, when bear­
ing the official tag of the Oregon Ag­
ricultural College, do not require fur­
ther inspection, but the sacks or con­
tainers must be stenciled, except when 
consigned to points outside the state.

All sacks containing potatoes of No.
1 grade, or better grade, shall be in 
uniform sound, dean sacks, new or 
“No. 1 Second” grain sacks. In low­
er grades than No. 1 lesser grade of 
sack« may be used.

Violation of provisions of the act 
constitutes a misdemeanor, with pen­
alties of fines of not tew than |10 nor 
more than 8100; or by imprisonment 
la the county jail of not less than 10 
days nor more than 30 days, or by 
both fine and imprisonment.

It Is made the duty of the state in­
spection department to enforce this 
act

Potato standard«, U. 8. grade« 
adopted for Oregon:

U. 8. No. 1—Shall consist of pota­
toes of simitar varietal characteristics 
which are not badly misshapen, which 
are free from freezing injury and soft 
rot and from damage caused By dirt 
or other foreign matter, sunburn, «ec- 
oad growth, growth cracks, hollow­
heart, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot, dis­
ease, insects, or mechanical or other

The diameter of potatoes of round 
varieties shall not be leu than 1% 
inches and of potatoes of long vari- 
etire 1% loche«.

In order to allow for variations in­
cident to proper grading and hand­
ling, not more than five per cent, by 
weight, of any lot may be below the 
prescribed «Ise, and, in addition, not 
more than six per cent, by weight, 
may be below the remaining require­
ments of this grade, but not to ex­
ceed one-third of thia six per cent 
tolerance «hall be allowed for pota- 
toas affected by soft rot

U. 8. No. 1 Small—Shall consist of 
potatoes ranging in «lie from 1H 
inches to 1% inches in diameter but 
meeting all the other requirement« of 
U. 8. No. L

In order to allow for variation« in­
cident to proper grading and handling 
not, more than 25 per cent, by weight, 
of* any lot may vary from the pre­
scribed «Ise, but not to excetvl one- 
fifth of this tolerance shall be allowed 
for potatoes under 1^ inches In diam­
eter. In addition not more than six 
par cont, by weight, may be below the 
remaining requirements of this grade, 
but not to exceed one-tbird of thia «lx 
per cent tolerance shall l>e allowed for 
potatoes affected by soft rot.

U. 8. No. S—Shall consist of pota­
toes» of «Imitar varietal characteristics 
which are free from freesing injury 
and soft rot and from «erlous damage 
caused by sunburn, cuta, «cata, blight, 
dry rot, disease, Insecto, or mechanic­
al or other mean«.

The diameter of potatoes of this 
grade shall be not less than 1ft 
indies.

In order to allow for variations in­
cident to proper grading and hand­
ling. not more than five per cent, by 
weight, of any lot may be below the 
prescribed star, and, in addition, not 
more than six per cent, by weight, 
may be below the remaining require­
ments of this grade, but not to ex­
ceed one-third of this six per cent 
tolerance shall be allowed for potatoes 
affected by soft rot

U. 8. Fancy Na 1—Shall consist of 
potatoes of one vsriety which are 
mature, bright, Weil shaped, free from 
freesing injury, soft rot. dirt or other 
foreign matter, sunburn. second 
growth, growth cracks, hollow-beart, 
cute, «raba, blight, dry rot, disease. 
Insect or mechanical injury, and other

GREAT POETS

Alfred Tranyara, 1M8-18M
Alfred Tennyson was born at Bom- 

ersby rectory, Lincolnshire, August fl, 
1869. His father, Rev. George Clay­
ton Tennyson, wan a man of varied 
Eifta; his mother, a woman of sur- 
passing gentleness and sweetness, has 
been celebrated In “Isohel” and the 
closing lines of ‘The Princess”; hta 
brothers and staters, a handsome, 
long-lived race, were a “little clan of 
poets." Except for a short attend­
ance at a brutal school at Louth, 
Tennyson was educated at home, un­
til he was ready to enter Trinity 
College, Cambridge, in 182&

At Trinity, be met a group of 
young men who afterwards became 
eminent in literature, such as Bped- 
ding. Milnes, Trench, Alford. Merl- 
vale and Wimble. With the most 
brilliant member of the group, Arthur 
Hallam, he formed a famous friend­
ship, which left a deep imprint on 
bis life work. In 1830 be published 
poems chiefly lyrical, ah unpretending 
volume which dates the beginning of 
a -new movement in English literature.

In 1831, he left Cambridge without 
a degree, and, to judge by a sonnet of 
the time, not too well pleased with 
the conservatism of hta university. 
Tennyson’s career was an ideal poetic 
career. He produced, if not hta best 
work, at least verse that would make 
minor reputations throughout hta long 
life and even in his old age. Through 
hl« poetry be attained wealth, honors, 
friend«, commanding Influence over 
two generations of English-speaking 
men and women. Hta merit was rec­
ognised in fitting ways by the great 
universities, by hta sovereign, and by 
the nation. October 6, 1892, be passed 
away quietly at Aidworth, an open 
Nliakespeare beside him, and the 
moonlight streaming into the room. 
He was buried in Westminster Abbey 
among “grateful England's overflow­
ing dead.” The Memoir written by 
Ids son made plain to the world that 
the nobility of Tennyson's poetry was 
only the natural outcome of a life 
and character essentially noble.

His poetry to us is exotic. Tenny­
son ta the ultra English type. He is 
an' exponent of the national shyness 
and love of privacy. The very land­
scape he describes, the very fauna 
and flower of his verse are, strange 
and foreign to us. Tennyson culti­
vated his poetic garden behind stone 
walls. He writes, he sings of King- 
land. This is the first article of hta 
practical, working creed. He ta more 
of an EngliHhman than Wordsworth. 
He will abide within the narrow ssas 
and the marshes of Scotland and 
Wales. To understand Tennyson one 
must journey to the land of his birth. 

Tennyson came before the world as 
a moralist, a philosopher and religi­
ous teacher. We turn to our poets 
Instinctively for guidance in matters 
of faith. Not in vain do we come to 
Tennyson. He may not offer a very 
certain hope, but he ddee
‘Teach high faith and honourable 

words
And courtliness and the desire of 

fame
And love of truth------.”

Tennyson ban helped to shape for 
English people some sort of via media 
between science and religion. In thta 
love of beauty united with deep moral 
earnestness, he is akin with Milton 
who sang the praise of purity in 
“Cornua,” and Spencer who intended 
by the "Fairy Queen” to fashion a 
gentleman or noble person in virtuous 
and gentle discipline.

Though subject to certain inevitable 
fluctuations, Tennyson’« fame was 
great and constant. He retained the 
praise of the judicious, while be won 
the suffrages of the multitude. Few 
poets have been more heartily ac­
claimed by feHow poets. Browning's 
dedication of bls own selected poems 
is typical of the general esteem—

‘To Alfred Tennyson, In poetry, 
Illustrious and consummate, in 
ship, noble and sincere.”

The season’s first shipment of as­
paragus, grown by Japanese truckers 
here and near Bingen, Wash., was for­
warded last Thursday to Portland by 
motor truck.
