It appears that growers and ship-
pers iu all boxed apple sections placed
thelr pre-harvest estimates too high
In Hood River, after growers started
their picking erews and began to pack
out the frult, the estimates were cut

at least 25 per cent. In the big Wash-
ington districts, too, the crop will be
considerably smaller than was antiel-
pated, From autheatie reports, it ap-
pears that the volume of extra fancy
apples of the northwest will be In
gmaller percentage than was anticl
pated.

Over estimation resulted in retard-

ing pre-harvest sales, The trade,
however, seems to have sensed the
ghortage of the crop, and prices are

rallying. If the actual tonnage had
not been 8o wmuch under the estimated
tonnage, it might have been diffieult
in recovering from the panlie that
reomed to have been created among
buyers at the time of the convention
of the Infernational Apple Shippers
assoclation, It appears that some
method should be secured of ascertain-
ing more definitely froit crop esti-
mates, This fall growers, apparently,
were, to blame for placing thelr yleld
at a figure much too high.

PERENNIAL CANKER
OF APPLE TREES

(Continued from last week)

Cankers are found on branches of
various sizes, from last year's wood up
to branches of five to six Inches in
diameter In vigorously growing trees.
Cankers are rarcly found below the

ed portious of the bark. In those por-
tious of & canker where the acervull
are fully developed it is very difficult
to distinguish the perennial canker
from the stage of ithe apple-tree an-
thracoose, caused by Neofabraea mali-
cortlels. As the canker matures, the
dead bark may appear cracked and
fissured, aud in svme instances breaks
away from the wood. Usually, how-
ever, uy the bark dries out it adberes
very firmly to the underlying wood,
and may 'woome smooth and glassy,
rather thun cracked Into rectangular
pleces.  Around the dead area the
healthy burk begins to heal over, form-
ing a callus layer at the tiwe when the
fungus becomes inactive. This callus
at the marging of the dead bark forces
Its way iowurd, usually lifting the
dead bark, at least around the borders
of the eanker. This gives to the canker
more of a sunkep appearauce than the
mere drying of the diseased bark will
produce.  During the next scason of
myeceligl growtli the fungus makes io-
roads on Lhe surrvanding bealthy cal-
lus formed the previous year. Some
thines this addifioual growth reaches a
width of three-fonrths of an lnch, Us-
ually, however, it Is less than this in a
lateral direction. As would be expect-
ed, bowever, the growth o a direction
longitudinal with the branch s more
rapld, causing an  elliptically-shaped
canker., Year after year, then, these
new cilluses are rnrun"mnu-nlrirally.
as I8 80 coumnonly described for the
open type of Buropean canker, Some-
tlmes the old bark adheres for several
years, but it usually drops away after
the second year. lo cross-sections the
wood of the brauch hmmediately below
the canker 15 discolored for a cousider-
ablg gdistance toward the pith. The
discoltration Is brown and resembles
the brown lu many kinds of trees be-
low slmilar wounds. The perennial
character of the canker Is strikingly
brought out in certaly cross-sections
which show discoloration of the wood
below the various rings, or calluses
formed during suceesding years of the
mycelial growth. This does not extend
far into the wood during the last two
or three years of the progress of the
canker-fungus, but we have not ascer-
talned how far the mycellum pene
trates the wood below healthy bark nor
whether this Is a factor in canker en-
largement. :

The eanker continues to Increase in
slge for several years, Cankers show-
ing six and seven concentric callusses
have been found. This perennial char-
acter of the canker s one of extreme
Importance to be consldered in connec
thon with the control measures neces-
sary to eradicate the canker from in-
fected orchards. :

The fruit rot produced by this dis-
ease of apple trees has not proved of
definite economic importance in Ore
gon so far as is known, Usually the
fruit has been covered with the fall
spray for the control of apple-tree an-
thracnose before pleking and this may
reduce to a minlmum the fruit rot in
storage, However, It will never be
known how much of the apple-tree
anthracnose fruit gt which has been
reported in the past 1s due to this fun
gus causing the perennial apple-tree
ecanker. It perhaps should be stated at
this time that for several years apples
shipped to eastern markets from the
Wenatchee valley, In the state of
Washington, were received with con-
slderable ‘vot, which has been reported
as anthracnose, or, perhaps more re
cently as “a false anthracnose,” No
apple-tree janthracnose caused by Neo
fabraea mallcorticis has ever been re
ported from the Wenatchee valley
Thus, since the anthracnose canker wax
not known in the valley, it was belleved
that the reports of anthracnose rot
from eastern markets could not be cor
rect,  After conslderation It was found
that thisx rot did not appear exactly the
same ns the rot produced by Northwest
anthracnose, and so for a number of
years pathologists and frult lnspectors
have consldered this an another type
of anthracnose, although the exaét or
igin of the diieulty was not discov
ered untll this year, when D, F. Fisher
found perennial canker upon Spltzen
mrg trees In the Wenatchee valley.

Apples inoculated with the perennial
canker organlsm produce a brown, sofi
rol.  The zonation so characteristic of
ANTHTACHONE FOU I8 nol appavent, al
though this sonation Is not a constant
charncter ofs anthraenose rot ag a re
sult of .inoculation in the laboratory
A Red Astrachan apple inoculated with
the perennial canker organism after 28
dayx incubation shows the acervull, or
fruiting bodles, well developed and
sporulating readily. The spores bore
the characteristics of those from the
vankers, They bear a striking contrast
to the characteristically curved spores
of Neofabraea mallcorticls from apple
fruit. Co red with the bitter-rot
another anthracnose of eastern and
southern states, the rot produced by
the perennial eanker organism is much
less rapid In Its development, sporu
Intes less readily on fruit leslons, has
creamy white spores (In mass) whil
those of bitter-rot are pink, and the
shape of the spores is distinet.

The perennial eanker organism has
been isolated both from apple and pear
cankers by means of sterile tissue
transplanted to agar slants and by the
dilution plate method of Isolating
spore cultures, The latter method has
been used the more frequently. IPure
cultures have been lsolated. from can
kers from the varlous localities.

Hpore germination tests were made
in hanging drope of tap and distilled
witer and potato-glucose agar, corn
agar, and oAt AKAr,

I'here were no apparent differences
between the germ tubes and spornla
tion produced In - distilled and tap
water for the period of time the hang
Ing drops were observed. Tests were
made showing varlous stages of conid
fospore germination and production of
secondary spores In tap water. Germ
inbes hegin to appear In three to four
hours and simnltaneonsly the spores
become  one-septate where one germ
tube is thrown out, but become one- or

maln crotches in the scafMold branches,
except In such instan when trunks
have suffersd winter injury. In such
cases the disease spreads rapldly mak
ing winter injury a real menace to the
life of the whole tree. The very earli
est stages of the canker appear con-
siderably lighter than In the case of
apple-tree anthracnose. The color of
the eanker depends conglderably on the

climatic conditions in differemt loeall
ties. Caunkers on very young water
#prouts or on one-year-old wood have|
n light tannish-brown appearance, wit h|
fn glassy surface. This brownish ap
pearance may be alternated with con
centric rings of a purplish-brown eglor.
In eankers working in older bark the
volor Is of a reddish-brown, or purplish
tint, with a tendency to concentrate
rings of lighter coloration at the time
when the acervull begin to form, The
acervuli appear more or less in con-
centrie order, In the spring when the
healthy wood surrounding a canker
beging to grow, a fissure is produced
rather definitely limiting the edge of

The orgaplsms concerned in the
three  diseases just wentioned have
been grown in pure cultures on the
following media: Czapek's solution,
Richard's E solution, apple and sweet
clover stems, potato-glucose agar, corn-
meal agar with and without dextrose,
and oat-meal agar with and
dextrose. It was soon learned

the perennial canker fungus was more
closely like aothracnose in culture
while the bitter-rot organism is easily
distingulshable. A thorough discussion
of the physiology of the perennial
canker organism as studied in culture
will be reserved for a future publica-
tion, but some of the points of differ-
ence between this organism and apple-
tree antbracnose should be pbinted
out here, These two fungl react to
culture media guite shwilarly in many
respects and  are gnite sensitive to
changes in nutrition.  For this reason
the growth characters of either organ-
Ismn may vary on two different lots of
the snme wedlum made up according
to the same formula, for it Is not us-
unl to get the same exact proportions
in two lustances. However, when sev-
eral cultures of the two organlsms on
the same lot of a medium are observed
over a period of 20 days or more, some
few striking differences are apparent.
Nelther orgunism grows well in Cza-
pek's ov Richard’'s E solutions, The
hard angar media are more conducive to
growth and sporulation. The reactions
of the two organlsms on oat and corn
agar are very similar and some of the
growth reactions on the latter will be
deseribed, The anthracnose organism
grows well whether dextrose is given
or not. When corn-meal without dex-
trose supplies the nutrient the dia-
statle activity, as shown by the clear
“hale” of starch-free agar immediate-
ly surrounding the mycelium, is very
positive. With this liberation of as-
similable carbohydrate the fungus veg-
ctates abundantly as illustrated by the
prolific mycelial growth, When addi-
tional carbohydrate in the form of
dextrose was given, vegetative growth
was abundant without noticeable dia-
statle activity, On the other hand, the
vegetative growth and diastatic actlv-
ity of the perennial canker organism
Is less apparent when dextrose ls not
given than s true in the case of an-
thracnose.  When dextrose s given,
however, the perennial canker organ-
ism vegetates as abundantly as does
anthracnose, The writers are now con-
dueting further experiments with these
two organisms to learn whether an-
thracnose also possesses a greater pow:
er than the perennial canker organism
to hydrolyze other higher carbohy-
drates to assimilable forms and to re-
duee other unavallable foods to avall-
auble forms. Surely in natore the an-
thracnose organism is a8 much more
virulent parasite than the perennial
canker organism, which ls perhaps doe
to the greater power of the former to
penetrate the bark of certaln of these
enzymic properties.
