Who can 
pFoteri himself wholly outside of the 
ruling ideas of .his age and develop 
bin life from his personal resource« 
alone? If It 1h true that we live and 
move and have our being in the public 
opinion or composite moral Judgment 
of tlie time and soriety in which we 
live then every on® of us is respons­
ible to the extent of our personal 
values for tbe nature of that final ex­
pression of social character. We must 
then keep ourselves in profound and 
intimate loyalty to the recognised 
standards of righteousness.

The United Statea mints make oth­
er objecta besides coins. All of the 
medals for the army and navy are 
turned out by the mints. Medala of 
all the Présidants, the Secretaries of 
the Treasury, the Directors of the 
Mints, have boon designed and exe­
cuted by the mints. Recently the 
mints inaugurated the practice of 
making medals of ths Under Secreta­
ries of the Treasury. Congress has

medals to commemorate the arrival of 
the flrat shipload of None Immigrants 
on board the sloop Restaur Atlonen, 
which Is to be celebrated at the Norae- 
Amerlcan Centennial in Minnesota 
■ext summer.

At the last session of Congress 
there was a flood ot bills seeking to 
have commemorative half dollars 
minted. The prior session authorised 
the minting ot the Huguenot half dol­
lars and ot 5,000,000 half dollars to 
signalise tbe start of work on the 
Stone Mountaia carving, wnlch will 
nerve as a monument to the valor of 
the soldiers of the South. On the Fed­
eral coins appear Generals Loo and 
Jackson, tbe two leaders of the Con 
fotlerate forces in the Civil War.

last winter to issue coins commem­
orating tbe stand of The minutemen at 
Lexington and Concord and the battle 
of the Green Mountain patriots at Ben­
nington In Vermont Proposals were 
made to pay tribute in a similar way 
to the 'battle of Barker Hill, the vic­
tory at Yorktown and other events 
American history, ouch as the 200th

However, Congress fait that these 
great events were worthy ef commem­
oration and authorised the ooins—all 
of which are to be sold at a premium 
Ro that the promoters of these events 
may raise fuads by this extra charge 
to defray part of the expense attach­
ed. The records of the Treasury show 
that the special coins, as a general 
rule, are seldom absorbed in circula­
tion. The Monroe coin issue wee a 
dismal failure—217.000 of the 274,000 
struck off wore turned back to the 
Treasury for melting up — Journal 
¿unericaa Bankers Association.
