GATEDIN COUNTY

The annual meeting of the Hood
River County Game Protective assocla-
tlon was held last Thursday night.
Predident Fredricy made the following

“It is the practice of the organiza-
tion to inform the membership of the
actiyities of the officers of the organ-
ization during the year just passed
and we take pleasure In luforming
you that we have cooperated with and
have recelved the hearty cooperation
of the State Game Commission with
the result that splendid results were
obtalned i the interest of the sporis-
men of Hood River county,

“There were propagated at the Hood

River hatchery last year 496,000 steel
head trout, 602,000 eastern brook trout
and 643,800 ralnbows. Last fall all of
these fish were liberated in the waters
of Hood River county ; 300,000 eastern
brook wore placed in Lost lake and

and Middle Fork and 2000 In Boulder
lake, The 406,000 steelhead were placed
fn the West Fork and East Fork and
the G488 rainbows were placed in
the West Fork, Bast Fork and Middie'
Fork, a total of 1,641,800 fish ln'in‘l
liberated. The fish weére all in splen- |
did condition when liberated which
spnaks well for our hatchery,

“At the close of the hunting season
200 Mongolian pheasants were liber-
ated, and early last spring 48 pairs of
Hungarian pheasants were liberated.
I"ersonal observation and reports from |
residents of the valley indicate that |
the Hungarians have locreased nicely |
and are doing well, T have observed
several coveys of these birds contain-
ing 10 to 20 birds each.

“T'he season of 1920 has started nice-
ly. Mr, Day and myself delivered to
our hatchery New Year's day 0500,000
eastern brook eggs which are now In
the hatching troughs and reported as
doing fine. We will recelve steelhead
and minbow eggs later (n the spring.
“Conditions at the hatchery are very
satisfactory, Additional pools are be-|
ing dug and it Is boped that we will
be able to obtaln a considerable in-l
erease of trout eggs over that of last
year. The grounds at the hatchery are
being beautified with flowers, plants
and vines by Warden Webster. Aslde
from the beauty the flowers attract
Insecta which are natural food for the
small fish In the pools. Those of you
who have a surplus of flowering bulbs,
roots or vines please bear in mind that
they will be thankfully received at the
hatchery. .

According to reports
by the Department of Agriculture, the
boll weevil infestation is heavier this
year than ever before, and If allowed
to go unchallenged the crop will be
destroyed. Immediate and extensive
action is urged.

A small
amount of money and work expended
in keeping a valuable plece of ma-
chinery puinted will greatly add to
its length of life, The same may be
sald of bulldings "

Another useful object which ls ac-
complished by palnting is the Im-
proved sanitary condition of buildings
and outhouses. The cost of such work
(pain is small, the pecessary
equ! is not expensive, and with
proper care this will last a lifetime.

Beacons for Motorists.

The fashing beacon used on the
high seas by the leading nations of
the world Is now to be used as a high-
way gulde for motorists.

Like the beacon at sea, the city traf-
fic is an unwatched lght, autematic in
operation for months at a time, Fuel
Is supplied by an acetylene gas accu-
mulator In the base.

To these beacons and highway light-
houses s applied the natlonal system
of colors approved by the committee
of standards of the Américan Asso-
ciation of State Highway Officlals, and
by other mnational organizations and
many ecities In the United States. Red
Is used for first degree danger, yel-
low for second degree, and green for
trafic danger onmly.

Two hundred citles are reported to
have standardized on this natiooal
