“Governor Pierce resorted to one of 
the cleverest political tricks on record 
when he published his figures. What 
made his trick so convincing was that 
hla figures were accurate. Like the 
stage magician, he had a real rabbit 
and a real hat, and relied upon the 
audience to draw the conclusion that 
he had nothing up his sleeve. The 
audience knows something is wrong, 
and wonders what the magician baa 
concealed In bis sleeve. What Govern­
or Pierce eonci-aled were the tax figures 
for three of the four years preceding 
his administration.
