RECONSTRUCTION 
OF MAIN STREET 
SET FOR APRIL

Bids for grading Main Street In 
Cascade Locks and making tt 
ready for paving will be open'd 
March 28 by the state highway 
commission. Actual work of build­
ing the new grade will b« under 
way before the middle of April.

The state does not propose to 
pave Immediately, but reeling per- 
slsta that the street will be bard 
surfaced within a short time after 
the grade Is made.

Promise to fulfill the state's 
contract with J. B l>aber was 
made last Thursday when a del- 
■ gallon of bualn«-*s m«-n from the 
Chamber of Commerce appeared 
at the cotnralasion'a monthly meet­
ing In Portlnnd. Under the agree­
ment the street („ to be built to 
a width of u f"et. with sidewalks, 
from the toll '-ridge to a point 
near the loghwey d'-iurtmerit's 
garage. The delegation asked that 
the road he widened to 80 feet out 
us far as XV. J. Carlson's store- 
but the commission declined to re­
spond to the request.

Reconstruction of the Columbia 
River highway through Cascade 
Locks has been hanging fire for 
the past two years. A number o f  
delegations have appeared before 
Ihe commission, but never made 
any progress until Thursday.

I^eslie M Scott, chairman o f  
the commission, and E B. Aldrich, 
member of the commission from 
Eastern Oregon, are giving the 
work In Cascade Locks their per­
sonal attention and all Indications 
are that the project will he car­
ried forward without further de­
lay. Mr. Scott was in Cascade 
Ixrcks In the past 10 days. Mr. 
Aldrich, who publishes the Fast 
Oregonian In Pendleton, lived In 
Cascade Ixrcks when a young man 
went to univeisity from the town.

Plans provide for a grade about 
on the level of the [u*rent grade. 
Mr Aldrich In Cascade Locks Fri­
day en route home, said the grade 
from the bridge to the Horn club 
would be raised only about six 
Inches. The hill beyond the Horn 
club will be lev 'ed and the turn 
In the road will be done away 
with.

Funds have not been available 
yet for paving. This money may 
be taken from federal aid. and It 
may be advanced by the state. 
Neither has the commission de­
termined whether It will use con­
crete or blthulthlc.
