Clearing of land which will be 
flooded a f te r  the  dam is com­
pleted and the  lake is formed has 
been s ta r ted  by a rm y engineers  a t  
a point  a mile or two above Wyeth 
under  direction of Capt. C. M. 
Myers.

W. W. Laxton. a ss is t tan t  en ­
gineer,  is in charge  of field work.  
He has a crew of 20 men cutt ing  
trees and c learing brush.  Addi­
tional men will be put to work if 
the  government  is able  to get per­
mission of land  owners  to clt-ar 
property before se tt lement is 
made  for ground which will be 
covered with water.  Buik or the  
men will come from Hood River, 
and all workers  will be nired 
th rough  the  Hood River reemploy­
ment office.

The pool in the  river,  to be 
formed y high water  back of the  
dam. will have  a surface  e leva­
tion of 7 2 feet above sea level. 
This is going to bring the  water  
level up to the  edge of the  ra il­
road em bankm en t  from Cascade 
Locks to The  Dalles. The water  
will drown out all low ground, 
even at  Hood River.  In one spot, 
near  S ta rva tion  creek, where  the  
highway dips, the  w a te r  will cross 
the  road, m ak ing  it necessary for 
the  government to put in a fill. 
All sandy beaches and pas tu re  
lands will be inundated.  The a i r ­
port . th ree  miles east  of Cascade 
Locks, will be under  water.

According to plans en te r ta ined  
by the a rmy engineers  the  gov­
e rnm ent  is prepared  to give wood 
away to people who will haul it 
off th*e land. Details of hand l ing  
the  dis tr ibution of the wood have 
ne t  been worked out.
