SLOW MOVEMENTS OF RELIEF

One Hundred Thousand Chinese Troop

Guarding the City's Gates—Defended
With Modern Gunas.

London, June 18.—This is the situa-
tion in China as it appears to the
shapghai correspondent of the Daily
Express, cabling last evening:

It is really a state of veiled war.
The members of the foreign legations
in Pekin are virtually prisoners, ana
the Chinese troops are only restrained
from attacking them by fear of the le-
gation guards.

and Pekin, Tbe walls of the capital
are guarded by 100,000 imperial troops.
The gates are heavily defended with
modern guns.

London, June 15.—The dispateh from
Lord Roberts clearing np the situation
at Pretoria and along the communica-
tions stands alone, Militsry observ-
ers, noting that no mention is made of
prisoners, assumes that General Dewet
got away with his forces practically
intact.

General Buller entered Volkerusst
Wednesday, pushing through Charles-
town and encamped at Laing's Nek.

Lonis, June 15.—To all appear-
anves, today witnessed the beginning
of the end of the riotous demonstrations
and scenes of bloodshed that have char-
acterized the great street railway strike
for over a month past, and in many
quarters it is thought of the strike it-
self.

Almost Ready for Operation,

The property is nearly ready for oper-
ation,  The tramway between the mine
and the stamp mill must be finished.
The mill has 10 stamps of 1,100 pounds
enchand is substantially constraocted
The property bhas a saw and shingle
mill and electric light plant,
stamp mill was completed last fall and
found to work perfectly.

It is the intention to put in a roast-
ing furnace as soon as supplies can be
ghipped in this summer, to treat
ores on the ground, instead of shipping
concentrates. ['eople who know the
property, say that it will develop iuto
a big mine.

TWO REPUBLIC MINES.
Active Work on the Quilp and on the
Kaob Hill,

Republic, June 14.—Work 1s ac-
tive on the Quilp mine, The new ma-
chinery is giving savisfaction. Two
drills are making about five feet per
day., The compressed air hoist is work-
ing smoothly at the winze and good
progress will now be made in getting |
out the ore for shipping. The shaft
will be extended to the 300-foot level
before cross cutting., The ledge en-
countered on this property has in-
creased greater in width in proportion
to depth obtained in sinking than any
mine in the camp. In the tunnel it
measured 26 feet, at the B60-foot level
it was 80 feet wide, and at the 100-{oot
level it was between 90 and 100 feet in
width. This is the largest body ore in
the camp and it is hard and clean.

BETWEEN-SEASONS DULLNESS.

Yot Trade, on the Whole, Is Satls-
fustory.

Bradstreets’ says: Measured by re-
cent records and recollections of busi-
ness activity, the present bhetween-
seasons dullness seems specially mark-
ed, and the reactionary movement of
prices makes trade look worse than is
really is. Judged by such indicators
as railroad tariffs and statistica of
foreign trade, the volume of buosiness
doing is considerably larger thana year
ago, when, it will be recalled, trade
was cheerfully active. It is true bank
clearings are considerably smaller than
last vear's clearings, which undobtedly
included much of the speculative char-
ncter this year almost wholly absent;
