Oregon Counties
Get Share House
Trailer Taxes

Each of Oregon's 36 count-
ies recently received bump-
er share of the nearly $1,760,-
000 in 1966 house trailer tax-
es collected by the Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles. Ac-
cording to Vern L. Hill, direc-
tor of the Department, checks
representing each county’s
share were mailed last week.

The total of $1,757,942 is an
increase of $287,042 over the
1965 collections. The added
revenue comes from an in-
crease in mobile homes reg-
istered in the state,

In 1965, there was a total
of 54,775 mobile homes reg-
jstered. In 1966, this increas-
ed 5,707 to a total of 60,482,
This prepresents a 195 per
cent increase in total regis-
trations.

Director Hill said Linn
County's share of the collee-
tion, based upon 2,242 house
trailer applications is $67,138.-
06. This is an increase of $13,-
107.75 from last years’ collec-
tions. In 1965, Linn County
received $54,020.31.

In Marion County there
were 3,526 applications in 1966
with $10392993 in license
fees. This was a considerable
increase over 1965,

1965,

Fees collected by the Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles are
based on a two per cent ap-
praisal of the market value
of each unit. This tax is col-
lected in lieu of a property
tax. Trailer owners also pay
an annual registration fee of
$6.00 per unit.

Since the Department began
collecting trailer tax fees in
1960, it has returned a total
of $7,019.540 to the 36 Oregon
counties. The law requires
that distribution of the collec-
tions be made on an annual
basis prior to June 30,
