Legislative committee work 
during the regular session, 
like an iceburg, comprises 90 
per cent of the substance un­
derpinning floor action. Now, 
for the next 18 months, six in­
terim committees will keep 
legislatures and lay appoint­
ees busy beneath the surface 
studying Oregon problems 
and coming up with recom­
mendations for 1969 session 
bills.

The six committees, and 
their two-year appropriations 
voted by the legislature just 
over, are: public lands, $35,- 
000; agriculture, $25,000; high­
ways, $25,000; 
mate, $25,000; 
ment, $25,000; 
committee to 
to Improve operation of the 
legislature, $30,000.

The latter three are new; 
the others are repeats of 
study groups active during 
the last interim. Last in­
terim’s education and public 
health committees are not 
being continued.

Highway committee
will probe questions concern­
ing gas tax refunds to cities 
and counties, financing of 
highway and road construc­
tion, truck regulation, high­
way beatification, licensing, 
motor vehicle inspection and 
other safety measures. It will 
consist of nine senators and 
representatives, and is finan­
ced from the highway com­
mission budget.

ary changes relating to cit­
ies, counties and districts.

Broad farm qusetions will 
be explored by the interim 
committee on agriculture. 
These include farm financing, 
labor needs and mechaniza­
tion, land use, food inspection 
and agriculture-related wat­
er pollution.

The committee studying 
improvement of the legisla­
ture will be composed of 37 
members • three senators, four 
reresentatives and 30 private 
citizens to be namer by Sen­
ate and House leaders. Funds 
reportedlya are available from 
the Ford Foundation to sup­
plement the states $30,000.

In addition to the tax In­
terim committee, the 1967 leg­
islative assembly created a 
“blue-ribbon” commission to 
recommend steps leading to 
complete revision of Oregon 
criminal law structure and 
sentencing procedures. It will 
consist of 13 members, in­
cluding judges, lawyers and 
district attorneys 
to legislators.

Their study is 
ducted over the 
years, with a $40,000 budget, 
and they will report to the 
1971 legislature.
