There is a stage in the churning process

at which it is comparatively easy to re-

move the buttermilk and all that it con-

tains, When the&#39;putt is yet ina gran.

ulated form the churning may be stoppe

and the butter washed with cold water

and brine. Advantage is taken, at this

stage, of the different specifi gravity of

the whole mixture. The butter is lighter

than the water ; the cascine, etc., is most-

ly heavier than the water. After agita-

tion, the butter rises to the top of th |

water, and ‘the other@solid matter re-

mains mixed with the water, with a ten-

dency t fall to the bottom. By drawing

off the buttermilk, or water, from the

bottom. the solid matter foreign to butter

is more or less carried away with it.
