GUARDED BY ICYWIND

A Frigid Convict Station In the
Northeast of Siberia.

THE COLDEST SPOT ON EARTH

No Precautions Aro Neeotiary Against
Cscapo at Verhojranek When tho
Wind Blows, Half an Hour In tho
Fierce, Biting Cold Moans Death.

The roldent place lu tho world one
would naturally expect to t either
tho north or the south pnln, but It Is
not It la a Tillage lu tho northeast of
Liberia named Verhoyansk.

There tho nvernco temperature of
the three worst winter mouth la M
degrees F. below aero, which means
85 degrees of froaL During January
the average teuiHratiiro la 50 degree
below aero, or KS degree of frost. On
one occasion the thermometer regis-
tered the remarkable llgure of 120 do-giv- e

of froHi! The averago January
figure for lamdon, on the other hand,
la 7 degrees above fretting point

But In Verhoyansk most months aro
winter months. July, curiously enough,
la as hot there as In Loiidou. but the
shadow of the (errlblo winter bangs
over even the warmest months.

Even In midsummer the foreHis
which surround the desolate pin In lu
the center of which Verhoyansk
stands aro withered and gray. The
graaa Is colorlcs. Tho few (lowers
are odorless. The bare soil of the
plain Itaelf refuses to produce vege-
tables of any kind. Tho ground la
frozen hard to an Incredible depth.

No fanning, of course, la laiaslhle.
There are no inttlo or Miullry. All
food Is Imported Why, then, does this
little villa: elst? It la a convict sta-
tion, aud Its population of 400 la made
up of oDIcluls aud etllea.

No precautions against escapes art
needed. Prisoners are known to hare
goue mad with the louelluesa of the
place. Hut no oue has over been mad
enough to try to escape. Verhoyansk,
strange though It sounds guarded
by the wind A gale when tho ther-
mometer stands at 30 or more below
aero will destroy every llvlug thing
that Is not under shelter.

One of the many curious facts about
cold Is that Intense, cold la In Itself
easy to lsar provided tho air la atllL
One traveler has declared that he has
often felt colder In Piccadilly on a
damp day In November than during
his entire stay In Verhoyausk. where
the thermometer sometimes showed IX)

degrees of frost.
The reason Is that at Verhoyanak

the air la Intensely dry, and dry cold
does not penetrate far. With a tent
at night and warm fura lu the day-

time one can be quite comfortable,
however low the temperature.

I'.ut let a wind once rise and things
are different. As Verhoyansk la the'
coldest place in the urld the few I

whi'ls that come must brln warmth j

I'.ut then all winds carry moisture
And ko we have the curious fact tli.it.
though one may be mlte cnuifxl'lalile
with the thermometer showing ',n i!

grees of frost. If a u Ind aprins up
and in Ii In 'JO or 30 degrees of w ninth
to the air one has to lly for dear
life to shelter.

Half mi hour In tli.it llcrcc, biting
cold means fletith. Hut tho Intense
dry cold that Is Verhoynnak's normal
weather Is. If not so dangerous, ijulte
as powerful lu lbs effci'ts. In that ley
stillness an Iron ax head dropped on
the ground smashes llko glass. A

hoard of unseasoned wood, on tho
other hand, freezes hard us Iron.

De Wlndt In hla travels In this re-
gion carried his milk In aolld culs'S
in a net attached to his alelgb. His
thermometers all burst fur at tho
Verhoyansk temperatures quicksilver
freezes and can be hammered llko
copper. It has Indeed boon turned Into
bullets aud shot through a deal board.

All he could (lud of a caso of claret
were a few lumps of red Ice and some
splintered glass. But what troubled
him moat was the discovery that It
waa Impossible to smoke. At 40 de-
grees below sero frozeu nicotine blocks
the Htem of the pipe, while cigarettes
or cigars freeze to the lips.

It must be embarrasalug to find, as
one does when the thermometer reach

s 80 below, that one's very breath
falls at one's feet iu a Quo white pow-

der. A muHt.'iche becomes a torture
a heavy, solid lump of ice. To luy a
bore band on metal means that the
akin will stay where It touches. A

careless traveler once wtilessly left a
ahlrt outaido his hut to dry. When ho
picked it up again It bent and almost
broke. When swung through the air
It made a noise like theatrical thun-
der.

At these temperatures many usually
trusty articles, such as combs and
razors and knife handled, ebxlvel or
bend or break.

Verhoyansk Is a huddle of mud plas-
tered huts along one straggling street.
The windows uro of Ice, so that can-
dles are needed both summer and win-
ter. Twenty miles away, across a dis-
mal plain of snow, lies a low, black
line of pine forests.
