RACE INFERIORITY IDEA CAUBE

OF WORLD WAR

Says N. A, A. C. P. Secretary Ad-
dressing Women's International
League for Peace and Freedom In
Chicago.

CHICAQO, May 22 —James Weldon
Johnson, Secretary of;, the Natlonal
Association for the Advancement of
Colored People, of 69 Fifth Avenue,
New York, today delivered an ad-
dress before the Women's Interna.
tional League for Peace and Freedom
at the University of Chicago, In
which he asserted that ldeas of race
Inferfority underlay the causes of the
World war,

“It was this idea,” asserted Mr.
Johnson, “which made it posaible for
the powers of Europe to despoll Afri-
cen and to allege this spollation as
an act of merey, the carrying of elv-
flization to so-ecalled inferior and
losser races. And It was the jealousy
of the great European powers over
the African leot that led to the Buro-
M-

pean war,

“This very same Idea holds the
threat of the next war. For the
bankrupt powers of Europe cannot
refrain from quarreling over Central
Africa, the richest reservoir of raw
material in the world.

“The wsurest means of abolishing

war is to combat and abolish the
fdea of race Inferiority. So lang as
white governments can Ignore the

rights of the native to his own soil
and his right to enjoy the fruits of
his own labor, Just so long will there
be no eecurity against International
varfare."”

ERAL DAYS IN CITY.—MAKE MANY FHRIENDS.—ARE ROYALLY
RECEIVED AND GREATLY IMPRESSED WITH CITY.

Among noted visitors in the city
during the Rose Carnival were Rev.
and Mrs. E. W. Moore of Pittsburgh,
Penn,, who arrived Tuesday, June 10.
Sunday morning last, Rev. Moore
preached a powerful spiritual sermon
at Mount Olivet Baptist church,
echoes of which are still reverberat-
ing throughout the city. Mra. Moore,
the Doctor’s estimable wife, a charm-
ing singer, sang at this service to
the delight of all who heard her.

At the same church in the evening,
Mrs. Moore delivered a memorable
address on Community Service to a
capacity house, at the close of which
numerous clubs, represented by as
many Iindividuals, presented her with

Portland's best in flowers, Iindeed,
they “said it with flowers.” At this
time Dr. Moore pralsed the Rose

Festival and deplored the fact that
the Colored people of this community
were not represented by a decorated
vehicle. He said they had never seen
anything to equal the parade and
urged the Colored people to show
their civic pride by entering floats
in succeeding omnes.

It is the concensus of opinion of
all who heard her that Mrs. Moore's
address was the best and most help-
ful of its kind ever heard by the Col-
ored people of the city. She touched
upon every phase of soclal service
work, hersell establishing end con-
ducting for five years. the Morgan
Community House in Pittsburgh,
resigning in May last in order that
she might accompany her husband to
his new field on the Pacific coast
Rev. Moore recently resigned from
the field work of the Baptist Home
Mission Board to enter the ministry

at San Francisco.

Mrs. Moore, who is perhaps better
known as Mrs, Helen Adams Moore,
is a native of Washington, D. C. In
1898 she went abroad as a soprano
singer with the Fisk Jubllee Singers
cnd it was while on this trip she de-
cided fo take a course in Evangelical
and Social Service Work. She enter-
ed such a school in Glasgow, Scot-
land, and after completing her course,
remained over there doing this work
in connection with the church until
she was invited by Nannie Buroughs
to come back toe Washington, D. C.,
where Mrs. Moore conducted a Set-
tlement House under the lnp-erﬂ!km.
of Mrs. Buroughs for two years. In
1917 she was married to Dr. Moore,
and until leaving the city, was prom-
inently connected with civie organi-
zations and movements in Columbus,
0., where her hushand at that tinre
was stationed. It was here also she
made a most excellent public record
which gained for her the admiration
of both races, and also a prominent
place upon the committees handling
the War Chest work in Columbus duar-
ing the World War.

Mrs. Moore, like many another race
woman, has had a hard struggle in
her uplift work and sometimes in her
efforts to help her people, has had to
work single handed and alone, but
somehow she was always successful
in accomplishing the things she set
about to accomplish. In Pittsburgh,
where she labored for five years,
grappling with the vice in {llegal
liquor traffic, in dope vending and
other forms, she succeeded In gain-
ing the admiration and help from not
only her own friends, white and
black, but from her enemies in both
races, for in such work it is impos-
sible for ome not to make enemies
The high respect and love in which
the people of that community hold
Mrs. Moore can best be judged by
the following tribute clipped from
the Pittsburgh American, May 9:
