I “ Working Together” the New 
Education, Avars Notad 

Speaker

An evangelist ia in Portland No, it 
is not Billy Sundav. the religious gym 
nast. but a man who is doing a much 
wider, finer piece of work than the 
Rev Billy is callable of doing It is 
Ben Wilson of Berkeley, Cal., of world 
wide fame as a lecturer on labor 
problems.

He has just returned from England 
where he has toured the country in 
behalf of the British Labour Party. 
At noon on Wednesday he addressed 
the Social Workers Association aud 
in the evening he spoke to organised 
labor and its friends in the labor tem­
ple

He is in the Northwest in the in­
terest of the Brotherhood Co opera­
tive National Bank movement of which 
we read hut little in the daily press. 
The Portland bank is in the Henry 
building and in the first Ml days of 
operation attracted I860 depositors. 
These co-operative hanks are, accord­
ing to Mr. Wilson, indices of the 
watchword of this generation— co-op­
eration, and it is only through co­
operation in every activity of life today 
that civilisation can lie saved.

Mr. Wilson is an eloquent speaker 
and drives home his message with 
force and simplicity. An illustration 
of the practical working out of the 
co-operative movement in England 
where it has developed beyond any 
experiment attempted in the United 
States, was in the matter of bread He 
told us that wheat is bought in North 
Dakota, slopped to the seaboard, across 
the Atlantic to the mills ol the co­
operatives in England and Scotland, 
ground into flour, baked into bread in 
the co-operative bakeries, and sold to 
the housewives at less than half the 
cost to the housewife in Portland, Ore.

"W orking together" is the re-educa- , 
tion. as Mr Wilson calls it. which 
will solve the problems which are 
breaking the hearts of the world.

He contrasted, the attitude of the 
British citizen towards public life with 
the indifference of the American. In 
the recent British elections. 86% of 
the vote was polled as against 49% 
in the United States.

Mr. Wilson speaks Sunday morning 
in the Congregational church and Sun­
day evening in Dr. Nugent's church, 
the Central Presbyterian, on the cast 
side.
