Through means uvoknown (and
unimaginable) Mr. Baroum was in-
dueed to puy §560 for a “cherry-colored”™
cut, slght nuseen, It proved to be the
eolor of u black cherry, the New York
Telegram says,

Mr., Barnum promptly set ahout re-
trieving the logs.

It was also in DBarnum's museum
that the famous “Happy Family” was
housed.
