Fourth—For furnishing private par­
ties with copies of records and tiles, for 
each folio, 16 cent«, and for each official 
certificate thereto, 25 cents.

Fifth—For entering of record ever« 
declaration of intention of an alien to b« 
com«- a citizen of the United St «tes, an i 
furnishing to the <!•- cl.«rant a certified 
copy thereof. £1.50.; and for entering of 
record every n ituraliza'inn of an alien, 
and furnishing to the person naturalized 
a certified copv thereof. J5.

Section 2.—The fees dc-ignated in sec­
tion I of this act. shall lie Co F eted in 
advance from the jxerson teque-.ing th- 
service of the otficer, and n >ne of '.he ser 
vices therein m ntioned. shall Ire ren 
dered until the fire then for has lieeu pai<: 
to and receive«! by the oificer, and sai«l 
officer «hall enter an account of the f«es 
provided for bv this a t, in books kept 
tn his office, and pay all suc)i fie« to the 
Treasurer of the jiroper county, each dav 
for the us- and benefit of such county.

Section 3.—That all fees and charg« « 
heretofore received ami exacted, by the 
several Recorders of Conveyance« an.! | 
County Clerks of the counties d< signal- d 
in this act, for the services, or any of 
them in this act mentioned, arc hereby 
declared to lie legal ami proper charge.« 
for such purpose« for such services, and 
to have been voluntarily paid to such offi­
cers, and the money so receive«! to Im.- th< 
property of the county to which it was 
pain by such officer, and no action or 
suit for th«- recovery of any such f- s «>r 
charges «h ill 1.»-m lintained against my 
county officer, or coun'.y in this act de 
«ign ited.

"Section 4. Inasmuch as grave doubts 
have arisen as to the leg ilitv of the fees 
and charges heretofore exa ted, by the 
viri.’us countv officers tn ntioued in this 
act. for the service» herein mentioned, 
and the revenues of the various counties 
mentioned in this act, are liable to be 
depleted by reason of such doubts, and 
the public peac-, health and «afetv of 
the «’ate thereby endangered, and it 
therefore being necessary for the immed­
iate presserva’ion of the public peace, 
health and safety, that this act take ef­
fect immediately, as enu rgency is here­
by declared to exist, and this act sh ill 
take effect and be in force from ami after 
its passage approval by the Governor."

Th«- lines which ha ve made extent­
ions in the Pacific northwest could easilv 
increase their systems from 5tM)to |i»Rl 
miles, and not have any unremum-rative 
trackage w hen it is completed.—Oregon­
ian.
