NAL PROOFS.

The land department has marie a rul­
ing prohibiting United States land com­
missioners from taking proof in home­
stead, timber, mineral or other land en­
tries and hereafter applicants will have 
to go to a district land office to make 
their final proof, all for Southern Ore­
gon having to go to Roseburg. The De­
partment was forced to deprive the com­
missioners of their chief duties by the 
great number of gross frauds that locators 
were able to jx-rjx-trate in acquiring title 
to land by the connivance of dishonest 
commissioners. By the locator dividing 
the profits with the commissioner before 
whom his applicants made their proof 
any kind of testimony was admitted and 
title was gained to land that was made 
by clear fraud. Thus a system of land 
frauds grew up in Oregon and other 
Western states that bid fair to rob the 
public domain of every acre of land that 
is of value and turn it over to the land 
grabljers. Special agents were sent out 
ami every effort was made to check the 
evil but little was accomplished as when 
there was a thorough understanding 
between a dishonest trio of commissioner, 
locator and applicant, it was impossible 
for the government officials to convict 
the guilty jiarties. Eliminating the com­
missioners will be a big factor in check­
ing land stealing for it is not so easy to 
"doctor” testimony at the land office and 
the department will be belter able to de­
tect attempted land frauds.

The fact of the case is that United 
States commissioners should never have 
lieen allowed to handle land business for 
there was no way of controlling them 
and of preventing them from aiding dis­
honest persons to tiefraud the govern­
ment of land. And the law was so fram­
ed that the Land Department had no 
chance to pass on their appointments 
that being left to the United States dis­
trict judge and all a fellow seeking an ap­
pointment had to do was to get a few 
influential men to endorse him ami pull 
for him and though he might Ire ever so 
dishonest the Department could neither 
prevent his apjxnntment if the Judge saw 
fit to give, nor to revoke his appointment 
if they suspected he was guilty of fraud­
ulent practices. The Department though 
had the power of not permitting them to 
take filial proofs anti the long delay in is­
suing the recent order is almost like 
leaking the stable after the horse is 
stolen, for about all the public land that 
is tempting spoils to land-grabbers is 
gone, but the order wiii do some good 
even though it is late.
