CHINA HAS AGREED TO INST,

WA8IIINGTO.V, May. I. With the
recent signatures of the contract for
tho loan ot $50,000,000 to China by
American. British, Oermaa aad
French bankers, the death kaell of
the moat hopelessly coafutodLcurroa-c- y

In the world waa sounded. For-
eigners residing In or doing busiest
with Chlaa breathed a great sigh ot
relief, aa tho loan la to and a most
vexatious obstacle to the transaction
of business.

China agrees as a part of the con
tract to install a currency system
worthy of the name. Until the
eighties of the last century, Chlaa
had no silver coinage. Tho coppor.
or, more properly, tho brass cash, waa
the only national cola. Silver waa
used In the lump, by weight, tho ualt
of weight known to foreigners aa tho
Uel (an Indian term), and to tho
Chinese aa the llaag, the equal,
roughly speaking, to 1 1 -- I ooacee,
avolrdopola.

The weight of tho llaag, however,
and the Saenesa ot tho silver bullion,
varied In every city of th empire,
and to add to the coafusloa, Mexican
and Spanish dollars were also la us
In cerUln localities. About 1187 the
Chinese provincial goverament be
gan to mint dollar pieces, aad there
are some eight or tea varieties of
these In circulation, all nominally of
tne value of a Mexican dollar, but In
reality entirely lacking uniformity.

Added to these varloua dollara la
that of the British crown eoloay.
Hongkong, which is In us la a aum- -
ber of the ports. Several forolga
banks doing business la Chlaa have
Issued paper notes, which have a lim-
ited circulation. Some of the are
subject to discount If used ouUlde
the port of Issue. All this haa pro
duced great confusion, aad burdened
trade with endleaa charges of ax--
change, and the dUBcultles have boon
Increased by the iaetaatlon la tho
gold vain of tho silver.

The American government haa beea
consulted a number of time by China
during recent years In regard to cur
rency reform which would relieve the
situation. In 1101 a treaty was slgnsd
In which China agreed to provide a
uniform national coinage.
cft'1104. at the raBsat of China,
