This action of tha Ave members
of the council Is hardly In accord with
their desire, on the plea of economy.
to reduce tha salary of the city police
officers to $76 a month. If the coun-
cil favors economy they should be
consistent In alt their actions. It
doesn't sound good to tha average
property owner to have their repre-
sentative make a big talk about sav-
ing a few dollars, and then turn
around and absolutely give away
thousands.

Mr. Savldge was hard preeaed for
an excuse for bis action, when after
his failure to reject all blda be ob
jected to the bid of the Herald be-
cause no aworn circulation waa given.
Mr. Savldge and ovary councilman
knowa that the Northwestern state
ment was not circulation. If the coun
cil was sincere and wished to know
the circulation of the two papers, they
would have been JustUed In asking
for a list of the names of the actual
boat fide subscribers to tbs papers, ac
companied by the aworn affidavit of
the publishers.

Tha Herald u ready at any time to
submit and prove Its bonl Ada circu
lation by presenting the nsmea aad
addresses of Its subscribers, provided
the Northwestern does the same. As
only ordlnancea and notlcea affecting
the residents and taxpayera of tha city
aro printed, this circulation abould bs
confined to people living within the
city of Klamath Fall. The fact that
a paper aeaa lit to print several hun
dred additional papea and send them
free to all parts ot the United Bute
should have no consideration In
awarding a contract for city printing.
Any small paper could well ufford to
give away twice JU circulation for
$1,000 a year, as It would bo making
good profit on tho cost of tho paper at
that.

Mr. Bavldge naturally feels aggriev-
ed because the Herald was Instru-
mental In thwarting his scheme for
firing the entire police force nnd re-

placing them with some of his own
favorites. We have no complaint at
bis pergonal attitude In tha matter,
hut will havs to admit that wo are dis
appointed In the man, as wo sincerely
believed that he was much bigger
than his recent action has Hhown him
to be.
