tled term, s belng used by South

Carclina in this state's flght to
wipe out {lllteracy.
Vacatlion Dboarding schools for

men and women who have lacker
educational opportunities hawve besn
arranged for this summer by tho
state department of education, In
co-roperation with the authorities of
Lander College for Women, gl
Greenwood, and Erskine college for
men nt Due West. A full month’s
conrse in elementary subjects In
offered at each [nstitution at a
cost of $12.60 to'the student, which
Ineludes nll expenses except Iruhr—
portation and laundry.

|led thut of an aveirage sixth grado
pupll are not aceepted for  enrall-
ment, nor are boys and girls under
14 years old.
