That old controveray based on
the question of whether artificial
propagation of trout ls more el
fective than nalural propagsation,
in raglng anew among Klamath
pportamen., At the las. meeting
of the Kiamath Sportsmen’s as-
poclation, & resolution was adopt-
od and sent to the silate game
commission ssling  that flah
racks at egg taking siations be
ralsod at lecst
woek to allow some of the (lsh
Access to upsiream walers whore
they might deposit thelr eges In
& natural Cfashion rather than
be siripped of them st the egg
taking station,

Many Klamith sportemen foeel
that a0 many apawners are killed
by the artitisial method that this
loss far excoeds the galn Inh small
fry. I Is held that thowsands
of blg ftemale spawners never
recover (rom the mishandling
suffered ot the hands of hu-
mans At ege taking stations.
That is the principal reasom, It
Is argued, why the Diamond Iaks
tiah bave reeeded so rapldly in
slee.
