To men who bought of them
they promised protection. Men who refused to buy they
raided.

Thus, part of the time the outfit was a crusading
prohibitionist organization. And part of the time it
waa a booze-sellin- g, high-pressu- re racket Or so, at any
rata, say the federal authorities who finally got wind

' 'of it
It would be hard to imagine anything more ingenious

or more lucrative. There was money coming in from
two sources. The lady president remained in blissful
ignorance of the outfit's true character; so, naturally,
did the high-spirite- d folk who contributed to its funds.
While It lasted averybody was happy except, perhaps,
the unlucky liquor dealers who refused to buy from this
law and order concern and so got raided.
