SAN FRANCISCO, Jan.
(AP) Winter claimed
lives today In the far

west where bitter cold and
heavy snows marooned hun
dreds of motorists, disrupt-
ed highway travel and com
munications and caused
many accidents. in Califor.
nla, Washington and Ari-
zona.

Adding to the discomfort
an unusually severe cold

wave, a general snowstorm,
which reached blizzard
like proportions in some lo-

calities, descended on the
far western states yester
day. In many instances, it
exacted its toll in freakieh
ways.
